Tens of
thousands have been massacred outright,
af er baving refused to renounce C hrl.l
and accejt Islam, and some hundreds of
thousands are at this very moment in
utter want and destitution, or even fugi
tives in the mountaine, perishing by cold
and hunger, for the same cause.  We be-
lieve the evidence to be conclusive that
the purpose of the Turkish government is
to exterminate the -\nm-nmuu as & Chris-
tian people at least in those interior por-
tions of Anatolia and Armenia where
there are no h‘rt‘lbll consule. We implore
you, in Christ’s name, to come to the aid
of our persecuted ln-tlnen Even under
the most bloodvy persecutors among the
Roman Emperors such an atrocious and
wholesale massacre was never perpetrated;
and no persecution of the Early Chnrch
reckons so many martyrs for Christ’s
rake. And shall “the Christian
world at the end of the nineteenth century
stand carelessly by and see a Chris-
tian  co1 mnity utterly extermin
ated by the infidels ?  Our diff-rences of
doctrine are as nothing in the presence of
a cricis I'ke this. All we, who profess
and call ourselves Christians, must place
the rescue of hundreds of thousands of
our tellow Christians from death, or what
is worse thar death, above all questions of
wmere material or national advantage. It
is not a question of policy, but of Chris
tisnity, and even of cemmon humanity.
For Christ’s sake save our brothers from
death, and rescue a Christian community
from extinction. In this moment all else
should count as mothing in comparissy
with thisa. God grant that your Imperial
Majesty, whom may God ever guard anl
guide, may heed our Leartfelt cry, for
Christ’s sake.
