This city is the key to
the whole Chinese Empire, and to effect its
capture the Tartar chiefs were resolved to
strive their utmost. The Shanghai fleet,
cousisting of the recently purchased Agnes,
Antelope, Dewan, armed res ctively with
28, 12and 12 guns, and 25 lorchas, com-
menced the attack on Chin-Keang-foo on
the 28th of May. The defenders had fully
prepared themselves for the struggle by
strongthening the defences, burning down
all the suburbs, and mounting heavy can-
non. The Shanghai fleet anchored abreast
of the city, and opened a very heavy fire,
which was remmf from the stockades with
great spirit.  The helﬁhtl commanding,the
river were so admirably fortified that they
did serious damage to the shipping. The
fleet peppered away uutil all their pawdel’
was expended, when they were forced to
retreat about e and a half below the
The loss on either side was not
During the engagement about 6000
imperial troops were encamped within three
miles of the city, coolly Ioohnﬁ on m-md
of attacking the forts on the land side.

SuancHal, June 22.

‘The Taeutaes fleet has returned from
Chin-Kiang, and as the foreigners who were
employed do not seem to approve of the
Chinese service, we may expect that the
ships will be of no further use against the
insurgents.

‘The numbers of The North China Herald
recently to hand, furnishseveral interesting
particulars respecting the rebellion. Dr.
Charles Taylor, an American Missionary,
had made his way into the patriot camp, and
was there during the time of the attack by
the Taoutaes fleet- Dr. Taylor sa
could not ascertain that the insurgents ul'v
fered the least injury from the cannon ofthe
imperialists, After the attack on Chin-
Kiang-foo, the following proclamation was
published by the insurgent chiefs:
