THE PEACE QUESTION.

Le Nord of yesterday contains the text of
a despateh from Count Buol to count
Valentine Esterhazy, accompanying the
propositions which that diplomatist |
taken to St. Petersburg in the nam
Austria.  In this despatch it is stated thut
his Imperial Majesty and the Emperor of
Austria, though finding the Allied Powers
unalterable, resolving not to take the in-
itiative in pacific overtures, nevertheless
believes himse ified in expressing the
the hope that these Powers continue to
hold the principles which guided them at
the outset and have no object of aggran-
disement in view. The Imperial Cabinet
is therefore encou 1 to endeavour to
procure a settlement,taking the four prin-
ciples already accepted by Russia as the
best starting point.  The propositions al-
ready known are then given, and itis ad-
ded that the signing of these by the bel-
ligerents will be immediately followed by
a general armistice and definite negocia-
tions. Count Buol adds if the propa
tions are accepted, Austria will not hesi
tate to warmly recommend their aceept-
ance to the courts of Paris and London,
and that Le is persuaded the special con-
ditions will be no serious ubstacle. We will
not, savs Count Buol, in conclusion, enter
upon thie grave consequence which Russia
will entanl upon  hersell by refusing to
enter upon the paths we a second time
open to her for arriving at an honorable
reconciliation, a refusal which would bring
upon her the weight of an immense re-
spousibility.  We prefer relying upon lier
wisdom to weigh ull the chances.
