PROCEEDINGS OF THE CENTRAL AGRICULTURAL
¥ SOCIETY. :

_ “Dear Sir; In answer to your communication of the 18th
inst., re9eived .this day, 1 bave to make the following state-
ment of experiments 1 made the last summer with Guano
manure.  On the 3d of June, 1 planted some potatoes in
drills, 24 feet asunder, using the Guano at the rate of of two
cwt. the acre. During the whole season they looked much
better than others planted the same day with farm-yard
manure, and on digging ai equal quantity, I found that it
required less space, by one yard, to fill a bushel, although
the potatoes were not so large as those planted with yard
ananure.

«QOaq the 7th June, I spread and harrowed in two ewt. of
Guano, on an acre of land that only produced 74 bushels of
buck-wheat the year before,and on the day following, sowed
% of the acre with four-rowed barley, and the other } with
two-rowed barley. The latter failed altogether, but the
former produced seventeen bushels of good clean grain, su-
perior to the seed sown. Two or three small patches look-
ing unhealthy, 1 sprinkled a small quantity of Nitrate of
Soda on those places, which completely restored it. 1 beg
further to state, that having applied Guano_to some melon
and cucumber plants in the hot bed, il killed them, and when
planting the potatoes, | took the precaution of covering the
Guano slightly with earth to prevent the seed coming in
contact.

« Dear Sir;—I believe the present season has been very
unfavourable to the farming interest. The immense quan-
tities of rain have not only prevented the fall ploughing, but
itis to be feared, the Potato crop, in many places, is partly
lost, and the gramn and hay stacks, in numerous instances,
are wet to the hottom 3 and however promising was the ap-
pearance last summer, 1 fear the next year will be one of
scarcity. L am of opinion, that the slovenly manner some of
our farmers put their gran stacks together, is one reason
why the stacks, in many places, are so ruined. 1 think the
Central Society should urge upon the attention of the farmers
the necessity of Barn-room for both hay and grain. Itis,
however, believed by some persons, that vermin destroy more
grain under cover than m stacks: but when the loss of time
is considered in stacking—the waste custained in getting the
.grain inta the barns in the winter, and the labour of thresh-
ing—which is much greater and more difficult than when,
it is housed —1 believe (all things considered) the mice do
not, in general, destroy so mueh as is lost from stacking.
Another very wighty matter should be brought under gene-
ral consideration. Farmers should be urged ujon the ne-
cessity of getting the seed into the ground as early us possi-
ble in the Spring, us they have alwaysan opportunity of get-
ting it secured in the Autumn, before the heavy rains setin.
Some of our farniers entertain a strange idea, in letting their
grain stand for days and even weeks after it is ripe, and fit

: slhfoluniidhl;:te been so unkindly deprived of comwmon sense,
said that this was ounly expressing, in other
words, what 1 had hinted to be the case; that they were
kept in the House until a troublesome question had been
conveniently disposed of ; that, in fact,a political emergency
was received and used as a sufficient justification and excuse
for that which—to give it its softest appellation—was, without
doubt, a great and unprofitable irregularity.
W,.e are agreed, then, in this: it appears that the tie which
previously existed between the people and the representa-
tive had been broken by the acceptance of office, and all
that was required, was the Parliamentary form to close the
transaction. ‘The representative died, but the spirit survived,
and so desirous is it to abide in those scenes which posses-
sed its sympathies whilst in life, and to take part in those
contests in which it was wont to exhibit its prowess, that it
cannot wait for the decent ceremonial which usually pre-
cedes its committal to those regions where it may obtain po-
litical liconse to walk in the vain shadow of its former self.

But this writer also undertakes to tell us, that in a certain
case these Gentlemen never intended to vote, and that no
Member of the House ever contemplated their bemng allowed
to do. so—to which 1 have only to answer, that the public
have nothing to do with intentions. Actions are the most
satisfactory pledge and proof of sterling principle, and the
attempt to exercise the profoundly sacred trust which had
been reposed in them by the people, under circumstances
(to =ay the least of it) so full of doubt, is a most unpromising
mode of inculcating upon them a faith in the sound integrity
and clear judgment of their Representatives.

Having said so much in justification of myself, I am not
unwilling to say something in apology. And I willingly con-
fess, that the word “effrontery” is a gtronger expression than
the occasion, perbaps, called for, and certainly not properly
applied to either of the gentlemen returned to the House of

Assembly, and I desire to cancel the expression altogether.

1 will also state it as my belief; that the gentlemen in ques-
tion were not at all likely to have their opinions influenced
by the paltry emoluments arising from the offices to which
they were appointed ; but is it sure to be alway thus? Let,
then, the upright and prudent man be careful to act with
such caution that no error of his, however free from present
danger, shiall be made and indexed as a precedent, to be dis-
advantageously used by those who may not be so inaccessi-
ble to corruption.

Postace.—The beauties of the new Post Office System,
which came into operation on the 5th of January last, are
rapidly developing themselves, much to the satisfaction of
publishiers of Newspapers. The ¢stiil small voice” of the
Press of all the Colonies has hyoken out into a long, voci-
ferous, and indignant denunciation of the tax it imposes on
Colonial and American Newspapers. No wonder. A more
infamous, iniquitous, and oppressive system could not be
saddled upon us than what the mild and good government
to adopt.
A policy somewhat similar to that which dictated the new;
Post Office system, drove the Bostonians to revolt, previous
to the war of American Independence. England should be
careful how she tampers with the interests of her Colonies.
Some of them she holds by a rather unsteady rein. The
new system presses intolerably hard upon Publishers. ‘While
English Papers come free of postage, a batch of Colonial and
American papers do not cost, for postage alone, a less sum
than six or seven shillings a week. The postage upon se-
veral copies of one paper, which we. received by the last
Mail from New York, amounted to four shillmgs. When it
is considered what heavy expenses attend the publication
of a Newspaper—how wretchedly and tardily it is paid for
—and how small are the profits which the publisher enjoys
—the enormity and oppressiveness of this tax becomes
manifest. We hope our brethren of the Press gvgrywhere
will agitule—-agilute——agitate this matter until this infamous
system shall be exploded, and a more just and equitable one
be. introduced.—Palladium.
