Ruttons of to-day can scarcely be called

buttons, as they much more resemble

elaborate brooches, yet withal butsons

they are called. Surely they were more

suitable for articles of jewelry last sea-

son, yet they are still more heantiful for

the coming season. In size they vary

from the size and shape of single gems
worn in the ears to elaborations of

jewels and pearls, mosaic or filigree, the

size of a silver dollar, but generally the

size is that of a half dollar In suchsizes

are seen large dome centers of pearl, set

round with brilliants, rubies, sapphires,

emeralds, etc., or encircled with Oriental

filigree.
