In these cases the women ure as
much concerned asthe men. Indeed, the
ove on is as strong in women as in
men. It was only the other day that a
woman who had lost heavily at the races
tried to commit suicide by jumping into
the river.

{n Monte Carlo the feminine clients fre-
quent the Casino with an avidity quite
equal to that of the men, andlinger at the
spot of fascination till they lose sums that
astonish even the millionaire from the
West. Here may be seen in most demo-
cratic relation aristocratic old dowagers
from England, answering to the descrip-
tion Of Thackeray's Lady Kew; German
Countesses, French Marqnises, Russian
Princesses, Italian ladies of quality and
gayly-dressed women that one secs on the
toulevards of Paris, each eagerly staking
gold on the red or black, anxiously watch
ing the croupier, aud sometimes appropri-
ting in their voracious excitement an-

other player's chips,
Besides the women gamblers there are

professional women beokmakers and pool-
room keepers. Their customers are ex-
cusively women, In society there are
cores of women whoplay poker for money,
and many other women who would like to
pl y but lack the courage. Another fav-
orite form of gambling by womenis stock
ep culation.
The most noted woman gambler among

the rm yal eet is ex Queen Isabella of Spain,
who has often lost and won large sama,

oiners miserable, disappointed and despair-
ing, and escorted by the demon Suicide,

In Greece cards were not known, but the
fashiouable Athenian ladies got rid of
heir husbands’ money betting ou cock and
juail fighting and backing their favorites

t the Olympian and other games. Above
ali there was the dice-box, which had an

uresistible fascination for Greek men and
women.

In Romealso dice were in great favor,
and 60 much evil was wrought by their
teans that prohibitory laws were enacted
‘y the very emperors who were the great-
sstynmblers. Some of the emperors es-*
abiishrd lotteries and curried favor with
the women by yiving them tickets that en-
titled them to prizes.
Among the flourishing Ita‘ian Republics

the vice lasted throngh tie Middle Ages,
ind the Florentine and Milanese ladies
<ave their hege lords no end of trouble.
in 33840 achronicler writes: ‘'Th

hic re

ocean,

sre Shamefully decolletees, in robes of silk
and yold. The hair is trizzled like bar-
arians; they wear golden belts, like Amaz-

ons; Walk the street with their shoes turn-
ed up at the point, and spend all their time
at cames of dice.”

Evelyn mentions the game of basset,
wiich was invented in Venice, and became
so popular in England that every lady of
pretention bad a basset table in her bour-
soir or dressing-room. In England and
France it was not until the sixteenth cen-
tury that the gambling mania attacked the
women with any severity. Henry LV,
would play with anyone he happened to
meet with, and, ag the King «and his
courtiers played every day, the ladies,
shom he could never bear out of his sight,
(ok part in these games likewise, and the
jueen herself, during her various ilinesses,
ised to invite the Marsnal de Bassompierre
nto her apartments to play at hazard for
uchey to pass away the tedious hours of
convValesence,

Marie de Medici was an encourager of
gaminy, and during her regency after the
eath of Henry 1V., the rage for gambling
ecame wore violent, and ladies of high

rauk were not ashamed to open gambling-
1 uses, and even to cheat whenthey could

ict Win otherwise. One French Countess
was discovered by her friend cheating her
radesmen and women whom she had
uvited to play with her. She replied, on
cing questioned: ‘‘Why, I only cheat
them of what they are always cheating
me.”

In the first years of Louis XIV. wives
robbed their husbands and daughters plun-
lered the pockets of their parents to grati-
ty the propensity of the game of ‘‘hoca,”
1uG When many families were ruined by
this means the king forbade the gamein
Paris on pein of death, It was allowed at
Versailles, however, and one morning the
Queen lost 29,000 crowns.

‘The frenzied play of Mme, de Montespan
has become proverbial in France as ‘‘La
jeu de la Montespan,” At basset she was
known to risk a million franks ($200,000)

on one hand alone. When no one dared
to cover her high stakes she grumbled, and
the king shared her annoyance, One

Christmas evening she lost 700,000 crowns,
znd on three carda won back 150,000
pis:oles ($500,000). One night three mouths
ater she lost 400,000 pistoles ($800,000),
and then luckily wou them back again,

Louis was cooling in his affections for
her abon is time and abolished basset,
the fa: game of the tamous MV onte-
span, b..t x: ¢ found other ways of deplet-
ing his puis . and her high play continned
until 1682, when she lost sums amountin
to more than a million dollars at *‘hoca,

Louis XV. indulged his favorites, as his
predecessor had done. On June 25, 1765,
the Due de Richlieu undertook to teach
the famous and infamous Mme. Du Barry
lansquenet in her boudoir, and ina few
miuutes the fair one had eased the Duke's
pocket of 25,000 louis d’or ($125,000), much
to the King’s amusement and delight, for
he was watching the game and was pleas-
ed at his favorite’s success. The beauti-
ful Mme. de Pompadour, another favor-
ite, also won and lost enormous sums.

In the next reign female gamblers,
though perhaps not more extravagint than
before, yet caused more scandal. The
coach of state was going downhill to the
revolution, aud seemed to increase in vel-
ocity as it neared the boitom of the de-

The princes of the blood and court-
instilled into the Queen Marie

ments at very high stakes. Both she and
the Comte d’Artois lost enormous sums,

many of the courtiers were entirely

ruined. Public rumor exaggerated these
losses and they excited the greatest indig-
nation, as the losers did uot pay their law-
tul debts. The scandal was the creater as

faro was strictly forbidden, even to princes
and princesses of the blood. It was,
nevertheless, played at the houses of Mme.
de Guemenee, the Princess de Lamballe
and in the Queen’s rooms.

At last no one would play at court for
fear of being ruined, and to find partners
aud opponents the Queen was soon led to
admit the worst society. Her card parties
consequently became tumnltuous and scan-
dalous. Marie Antoinette’s salon was
open to all; blackguards were introduced,
and one was arrested who gave one of the
bankers a rouleau of chips instead of louis.
Some of the Queen's gambling companions
pickedCount Dillon’s pocket and got 500
louis dur ($2,500.)

In England things had been nearly as
bad. Elizabeth was no gambler, but when
the Stnarts ascended the throne play ran
high. Henrieits Maria, the wife of Carles
the First, inherited the gambling tastes of

he: father, the amorous and pleasure-

loving Henri IV., and when Bassompierre,
also an arrant ‘‘sport,” was in England on
an embassy, in 1626, he and the Queen
and Buckinghamsat at a window in Cheap
side playing primero for stakes while wait-
ing for a procession to pass.
Wien Charles the Second was restored

the pleasures and manners of his court
were practically identical with the French
court, and his beantifal favorites, the

Duchess of Mazarin, the Duchess of Cleve-
land, the Duchess of Portsmouth, Nell
Gwynne, and their associates carried gamb-

ling to lengths before unknown in Eng-
land, The Duchess of Mazarin, a niece of
the Cardinal, lost more than a million louis

d'or ($5,000,000), and ended her life in

beggary. Nell Gwynne lost £5,000 to her
rival, the Duchess of Cleveland, at onesit-
ting, and the immense fortune of the

latter was squandered at the basset
taile.

In 1796 Chief Justice Kenyon delivered
a charge in which he dealt on this scandal
and threatened to send even the first
ladies of the land to the pillory if they
were convicted of play at faro before him
Gilray, the famous caricaturist, m ide an

imaginary picture of the most conspicuous
offenders standing in the pillory, calling

them “‘Puaraoh’s, or Faro’s Daughters.”
In 1797 Lady Buckinghamshire, a very

notorious gambler, got into trouble with
the city authorities, being convicted with
Lady Luttere!l and Mrs. Sturt at the police
court and fined £50 ($250) for playing at
faro. Heury Martindale was also fined
£200 ($1,000) for keeping the faro table at

Lady Buckinghamsiire’«, and the same
lady slept with a blunderbuss and a pair
ot pistols at her side every night in order
to protect her faro tank. Enough has
beensaid to show that when a wouian once
acquires a fondness for gaming it soon
amountsto a mania, and while few will

follow the example of the old lady in

Goldsmith's story, who, being given up by
her p'iysician, called in her ehosen under-

taker and played cards with him for the
expenses of her funeral, nearly every
female adept will have sym;athy with the
lady who went to her priest to confess her
fondness for ihe worthy father
lamented the waste of time in such a pur-
suit. ‘‘Yes,” she replied, ‘that is exactly
what vexes me—so much time is lost in
shuffling the cards!”
