Practical Hints for Woman—Twe Liteh

Rules With Respeet te Winter Skirts

~~The Number and 'lace of the Seams

“How many seams do you intend
waking in my skirt, and where will they
be placed ¥ was lust year the invariable
question agked by every fashionable wo
man of her dresstis'rer, before giving
her order for a gown, and it was impor
tant for the weliure of that dressmasker
to be able to sugyest the e vplorment of
a number of seams vlaced iu unheard-of
positions, Or viss her pretty client would
withous doubt have gone off to a house
where the milliner was of a
more vivid imagination. This anxiety,
writes C. de Broutelles in Fashions of To-
day, lasted for & year, and the poor
dressmakers were at last quite at the end
of their resources; they bad tried every-
thing. After having multiplied the
seams and cut the skirts in tiny widths,
gored on either side, some genius invent-
«d the famous seamless skirt.  This was
closely followed by the “Anne of
Austria,” and the skirt composed of
two widths joined in the center of the
vack and front. Then they wens wk
to skirts composed of three, five and six
widths, and seams were made across,
around, vertical, and I know not what.

TWO LITTLE RULES.

For those sensible women who do not
love to be perpetually modiiying the
form and cut of their gowur, I have
a very good piece of news. liis thut
the winter skirts will have but a
secondary importance, and I think it
is safe to prophesy that they may Le
made according to the wearer's fancy,
just keeping n mind, however, two
attle rules : 1st: that the width at
the bottom be about four yards ; and,
20d, that for the street there shall be no
wrain,

AS TO THE SEAMS,

As to the number and place of the
seams, any npumber or ucne will be
equally missable ; it will be quite
useless, though, to seek anything very
novel, for every novelty was brought
iuto use last year, and one would be sure
to fall back upon one of those combina-
tions,

AS TO LINING,

it is also Jeft to our choice whether
our skirts be faced with lining, or made
on au under-skirt, Both systems have
their partisans, and it seems tc me that
both are useful in their place. A faille
lining gives support and strength to thin
silk, while for athick woollen costume
it is less clumsy than an underskirs and
far easier to hold up; om the contrary,
s dress of light woor crepon or veiling
or & gauze, tulle or lace dress,looks pret-
tier when made over an under-skirt, for
the beauty of these materiale is taken
away when they are lined, as they ought
to fall freely to be seen in their natural
50Tt pleats.

HOW TO MOUNT A BKIRT,

The little darts. by means of which
skirts have Leen adjusted to the waist
for some time past, are now as far as
possible avoided, ard the fuliness over the
hips is obtained Ly slightly gathering the
material in frout and at the sides. The
best way of wounting 8 skirt in this way
for those who have not had miuch experi-
euce is to prepare & band, covered with
» piece of i:uterisl, and put on the hooks
and eyes st = sufficient distance from the
ends to allow them to croes about an inch
at the back, aud then either place the
band round the waist of the person for
w hom the dress is intended, or else on a
dress stand made exactly to the figure.
The skirt should be carcfully pinaed on
to the band, sliowing sufficient fuliness
so0 that it may not drag.

When a thread Las been run through
the fullness to draw it into position, the
skirt and band may be sewn ether
with confidence that the former will bang
well. This precautiou, of course, would
be needless for a professional dressmaker,
but if an inexperienced person neglects
it, she will not imporsibly have to wear
a skirt which dra_s on the Lips and falls
in at the bottomn in front, a fault which
will completely spoil the prettiest dress.
The skirt lining or under-skirt must not
be gathered with the material, butshould
be adjusted with darts. and any skirt to
be worn under & bodice, with basques
should be arranged in the same way in
order to aveid any extra clumsiness round
the waist.

WOMAN’S OWN DOMAIN,

Her Special World of Graclous and Preity
Thiugs.

A very simple but effective way of
decorating a room is to suspend from the
chandeliers and from the curtain poles
across doorways and arches the wire
frames used to keep coats and cloaks in
shape when hanzing. To either end at-

and il with wet moss, vines and flow-
ors, twining smilax over the handles to
completely hide them.
