Prominent Maine
Educator Dies

PORTLAND, Me. (AP)—Kenneth
C. M. Sills, president emeritus of
Bowdoin college, died unexpectedly
Monday night at his home.

The 75-year-old educator retired
two years ago after more than
three decades as the head of the
college, where he was a faculty
member for 40 years.

For most of the 35 years he was
president of the college in Bruns-
wick, Me., Sills continued as a latin
and iterature professor, teaching
at least one class regularly.

He was noted, both in and out of
educational circles, as an independ-
ent liberal who never feared to es-
pouse unpopular causes.

Born in Halifax, Sills moved as
an infant to Portland, where his
father, Rev. Charles Morton Sills,
became dean of the Episcopal
cathedral. . ‘

The son graduated from Bowdoin
in 1901 and became a Bowdoin in-
structor in 1903. He spent the rest
of his professional life on the
Brunswick campus.
