upespite generally lower prices on
the new Scason's American raw
qur crop, activity in the market
here is getting off to a slower than
normal start. In recent weeks, the
major cause has been the economic
slump of the industry which has
made most manufacturers rather
apathetic about buying skins now.
In addition, the trappers and skin
collectors themselves - are largely
dissatisfied, with the prices the
trade is willing to pay. The fur
dressing shutdown beginnng this
week has contributed further to the
qull activity. Dealers and makers
alike are in no mood to pay cash
on the line for skins which can-
not be dressed and dyed, and
readied for quick turnover.”

Wild mink levels range from about
15 to 25 per cent under a year ago;
