and circumstances demand, without con-
vulsing the whole state of society. Youth
andlife are pliable—age and deatharestiff.

Our notions and ideas are similar. Napo-

leon sdys of the Romaninstitutioits, “* that,

while appearing to remain the simo, they
were incessantly changing. Thepolitical

assemblies, the Laws of the Twelve Tables,

the yearly election to offices, the military

services, the tribuneships, all seetiied tore-
fiain as iri the past, and in reality all had

changedthroughtheforce ofcircumstances.

Familiar with these aspects of a money
morality, as shownin British life, we were
in the habit of looking upon them lightly,

regarding them as the unavoidable imper-

fections which hang round all things

human — petty exaggerations of natural

feelings, pardonable in an ancient andhigh=
ly cultured aristocracy, and in a great coni-

mercial people. Britons are justly proud
of their Constitution. If it be not the acme

of perfection, it is, they say, the perfection
of political science. Holding these opinions,
Englishmen heard with distrust and not a

litile indignation, one of their greatest ora-

tors persistently set before them the
superiority, over their own, of the institu-

tions of the great American Republic.

An English gentleman, held in high re-

pute tts a scholar, has tested for himself the

worth of Mr. Bright's preference, and
given to the world his conclusions. They

are not flattering to American Institutions.

A money morality seems to have there

struck its roots both deeper and wider than
in England. ‘‘ From members of the Cabi-
net, Senators and Governorsof States, down

to Excise officers, Policemen and Custom-

house clerks, all who hold office in the
United States, are believed by their fellow-

citizens, who make no secret of their con-

viction, to be open to a bribe.” Even in

the Senate House, votes are said to be pur-

chased, in order to secure the passage of

Bills favorable to private, but often most

injurious to public interests. It could scarce-

ly be expected that the fountains of justice
"|; would remain pure in this universal con-

tamination. The writer accordingly tells
¥/ us, “that he was assured, by the Attorney

General of a great State, that in a recent
and notorious case, a verdict of ‘ not guilty,’
in favor of a person taken red-handed in

the very act of murder, was obtained by

corrupting the jury, after an attempt to
bribe the judge. The Attorney General,
moreover, added :—*It is now impossible
to count with certainty upon a verdict,

however little doubt there may be about

either the law or the facts of the case. Out-
side influence generally prevails, and even

the worst examples hardly inflict any shock

upon public opinion.” The administration
of justice, however,is liable to taint from

yet another cause, which wefind exposed in
the Halifax Evening Express, thus :—‘“ The

system of electing judges by popular vote

needs ne close criticism to expose its evils,

or to put it very mildly, its possibilities of

evil. The preliminary excitement and van-

vassfor the coming fall elections in New

each vilifies the conduct of the other,

each protests that its only object is fo keep

the judicial office pure from the very sus-

picions of a popular election.

bear. It is the strength of might which

prevails. “ When Generdl Canby cooly

proposed to annul the Virginia elections

which gave a majority of 50,000 to the Con-

servatives, and to substitute by force the

candidates whomthe populition had reject-

ed, the impudent project was only baffled,”

we are told; “ by the fear of the Radical

leaders, lest other States, escaping from

their control, should vote against them by

equally large majorities.” Itis surely melan-

cholyto reflect, that did Washingtonrevisit

the nation he founded, he would be a

stranger andanalien among his ownpeople.’

Instead of Patriots, he would find only what

the Americans themselves call with con-

tempt, “ pdliticiins:” Instead of public

virtue, he wouldfind almost universal cor-

ruption such as exists in no country of the

Old World, except perhaps, Russia.” The

Republic is regarded by these “‘ politicians,”

not so much as a countryto be served, as a

national bank,to be pillaged with impunity.

These flagrant abuses are indeed deplored

by thousands of men in the United States,

as high-mindedpatriots as any in the tvorld;

but they aré unable to correct them. And

why? ‘“ Universal suffrage is too strong

for them.” The monstrous absurdity of

universal suffrage, as they termit, “ has

banished from public life the only mea

qualified to take part in it, and placed the

destinies of their magnificent countryin the

hands of sordid and unprincipled jobbers.”

The weight of these facts seems to estab-

lish the truth of what we started with;

‘“‘that in political science, such a thing as

a model government eannot bes It must

necessarily change, unless society becomes

 

It temains to be seen whether

Anierica possesses in her Constitution that

forte which will curdthe evil thatis eating

into her vitals, and at the same time retain
her Republican institutions, though re-

arranged. It remains also to be seen,

whether Britain, with the example of

America before her eyes, and the seeds of a

money morality already springing upin her

midst, will sweep awaythe last boundary

of the franchise, and plunge into universal

suffrage. To guard against a money

stagnant,

may be difficult., for men will fall into the
error of making the prosperity of a nation

a criterion of its government, in the same

wayas they measure a man’s worth by his

talent for making money. It ought onlyto
be the secondary aum of a government to

make its people prosperous; thefirst should

be the preservation of its moral and mental
qualities.

Tae svc.evs of a Building Society having

lately Leen formed in this City, the individuals

composing which purpose, as we are given to

understand, the holding of a public meeting

in the City Hall, ut an early day, for the pur-

pose of explaining the principles and objects

of such Societies, with a view to such an in-

crease of their numbers as shal! enable them

to proceed forthwith to the establishment of

of Benefit Building Societies,” we have much

pleasure in giving place in our present num«

ber, at the request of a subscriber, to the

following extracts (explanatory of the priuci-

ples and working of such Societies) from en

article thereon in Hogg’s Weekly Instructor.

To the movement; we very sincerely wish
every success, persuaded as we are that, under
proper Management, it will be found well en-

titled to a large amountofpublic approbation
and support.

‘¢ The modern building societies are con-
structed to continue for a spevified term of
years, during whieh periodical (generally
paaeble> subscriptions are paid by the mem-
bers. ‘rom the tund thus formed advances
are made, in a prescribed order, to individual
members, to enable them to purchase one or
more dweiling-houses, which are secured to the
society until the amount advanced is repaid,
along with the interest for the loan. To such
members as do not taks an advance a sum is
paid at the termination of the society, accord-!
ing to the number of shares held by them,
equal to the amount of their subscription, to-
gether with such a rate of interest as has been
charged to the members who have borrowed.
Members are generaliy allowed to subscribe
tor as many shares as they cheose, and be-
tween the umount of which and the subscrip-
tiors payable thereon there must,it is obvious,
be @ relation, regulat.d by the length of time
the society is intended to continue and the
interest charged on the advances; as, for
instance, if sixpence per week be the subscrip-
tion for one share, payable for fourteen years,
five per tent, would increase the sum to £26;
i the interest be less,a correspondingly higher
subsciiption would become necessary, and
vice versa.

**The advantage of the society,then, consists
mainly in this, that a meinber obtaiming an
advance is enabled to purchase the house
which otherwise he would only have rented
aud that too, it is possible, for a sum not ex-
ceeding what he would otherwise have paid as
vent duting the period for which the society
may continue. In the meantime, the house is
so setured to the society that if the payment of
subscriptions and interest are withheld for a
specified time, it can be sold, and the proceeds

applied. to the liquidatioa of the suciety’s
claims

** Should, however, the proceeds of such a
sale be inadequate to the discharge of these
claims, a corresponding Joss would be sustain-
ed by the society ; and this forms one cf the
objections to which building sogieties are
liable. It has not, however, so much weight
as at first sight it would appear to have, as the
society will not, or at least should not, advance
tore money on a house than a competent
judge would think safe; and supposing the
value of house property to become depreciated,
the amountofdepreciation,uuless it were very
considerable, would be compensated for by the
payment on toe part of the member previous
\o his being thus in default, of the excess, if
any, of subscriptions and interest over what
would have been — as rent for the same
property, and also the feu-duty and other bur-
deus, which would have hed to be borne by
the society had they stood to the house iu the
relation of landlord.
We maynotice another objection of a more

serious character than that just alluded to,
and which has reference to the legal expenses
attendant on the transaction. The ordinary
legal expenses attending the purchase of a
house of the value of about £100 are about
«8, This of course has to be borne by indi-
viduals purebasing by means of briiding
societies, as well as by those who purchase in
the usual way. But in addition to this sum,
and it is this which forms the objection, the
expense of securing the house to the society,

| avoidable expense incurred by purchasing in

the o:dinary way, and which, wher counter-
balanoed by the advantage of paying the loan,
by sméll instalments, spread over a long
period of time, would remove the objection
altogether. :

« We have hitherto spoken of the general
features of building societies, irrespective of
any particular mode which may be adopted to

give uhenpeffect and success; aud we propose
now t9 make some remarks on the relation
whieh ‘should exist between the amount of

subscription payaWle by membets, and the
rate of L.terest Ghatged on advances, and
which, if not properly bala: ced, may lead to
great inequality in the benefits to be reaped
by differdut members. Thus, for instance, if
the subscription be too high, and the rate of
interest charged eorrespondingty too low, the
member who borrows will be unduly benefited;
while, it the error is the cther way, the
borrower will be exorbitantly taxed, and the
members whoallow their money to Jie tiil the
termination of the Society, will obtain an un-
reasonably high per centage on tueir deposits.
Some of the “Pnglish societies appear to have
fallen into the error of charging too high an
interest from their borrowers, thus to a great

extent nullifying the advantages proposed to be
reaped, by enabling individuals to become
proprietors of their houses. The societies to
which we allude propose to last for ten years ;

could be realised. If it be sought then to
realise this sum of £120 im ten years; by a
yearly payment of £6, it can be done, but
only by charging an edtravagant rate of
iuterest from those members who borrow from
the society The deficiency in the subserip-
tions must be made upin the increased interest,
which,in the case urder consideration,raisesit
to about fourteen per cent., by which the ad-
vantage of the loan bec: mes entirely dissipat-
ed.
