LORD ~ LANSDOWNE'S  DEPARTUAE,

Orrawa, Feb. 12.
With a view of arriving at a definite con-
clusion respecting the practicability of a
defence system of Canada consistent with
the country’s wants and present means, a

committee has been appointed at head-
quarters to consider the subject. It con-
sists of Gen. Middleton, chairman ; Adjut.

General Powell, General Oliver and Col.
Irwin, Inspector of Artillery. In each
wilitary district the services of local
officers, the commandants of permanent
corps in those districts, and the D. A. G’s
in other districts will be utilized to report
on the state of the defences. During the
holidays the officers and'cadets of the Raoyal
Military College will be employed to make
a topographical survey of the country.

Enquiry at Rideau Hall elicited the in-
formation that the announcement from
London of Lord Lansdowne's departure
from Canada next month is incorrect. No
date for leaving has yet been fixed, but it
is likely they will remain until after the
close of Parliamentary session.
