ISACHSEN, N.W.T. (CP)—The
cook is king in this tiny outpost
on the lip of the Arctic ocean.
The work is cool but profitable.
Isachsen is a satellite weather
station, ome of five operated
jointly by the Canadian and
United States governments in the
Arctic Islands.

Its eight-man staff—half Cana-
dian with a Canadian in charge—
feeds weather observations daily
by radio to Resolute Bay, 315
miles to the southwest and 1,780
miles north of Winnipeg.

WIDE DISTRIBUTION

That information, plus that
from such northern points as
Cambridge Bay, Frobisher Bay,
Yellowknife and more remote sta-
tions, is passed on to Canada and

countries including Russia.
Isachsen consists of about seven
main prefabricated structures. Its
busiest event of the year is the
annual resupply airlift which has
been conducted by 436 transport
squadron from Toronto: More
than 1,000,000 pounds of materials
to last the next 12 months have
been toted to four satellites.
Bob Frank of Bridgewater,
N.S., in his 20s like many of the
satellite personnel, is the man in
charge. He explained some of the
events in the daily rounds while
a stiff breeze intensified a 0-
degree - below - zero tempera-
ture outside the cosy kitchen-liv-
ing room to the point where 15
minutes in the open was hard to
take.
