He has suggested that the
U.S. break diplomatic relations with
the Soviet Union, withdraw from
the United Nations, send U.S. Mar-
ines into Cuba, and use atomic bombs
to stop the flow of supplies from
Communist China to the Red guer-
rillas in Vietnam.

If anyone is to blame for the
Goldwater rise, it is the stalwarts
of the Republican party who held
back their support of other candi-
dates during the California primary
campaign, which gave the Arizona
senator uis cverwhelming lead over
all comers. Now these stalwarts are
saying that after all it wen't matter
whether Goldwater is nominated
because he has been moderating his
extreme views and, anyway, he will
have to run on a moderate platform.

Goldwater, at Cleveland recently,
stripped away this pretext by re-
fusing to commit himself to any
platform or even to meet his would-
be rivals to compromise his posi-
tion. The claim, made by Nixon
among others, that Goldwater can,
on the eve of the San Francisco
convention, be recast into the
“moderate” and “progressive’ mould
wasn’t realized. Goldwater further
showed his own disdain by refusi g
to vote to end the civil rights de-
bate in the senate.

The Times of London expressed
the feelings of countless thousands
in the United States as well as
abroad when it said of Goldwater:
*The thought that he had the faint-
est chance of reaching the White
House would be enough to shake
faith in the maturity and stability
of American politics.”
