OTTAWA (CP)—Guy Masson
b-s testified that he got
$1 000 before coming to Ottawa
more than a year ago to see
Raymond Denis about bail for
Luecien Rivard and another $800
to $1,000 after he arrived here.

The burly, 36-yearold Mon.
treal business agent was giving
evidence at Denjs' preliminary
hearing on two charges in con-
nection with the case of Rivard,
who has since been convicted in
the United States as a key fig-
ure in a continental narcotics
smuggling ring.

He testified that before com-
fng here June 22, 1964, to see
Denis he received $1,000 from
Robert Gignac in Montreal. He
added that Gignac dropped an
envelope containing another $800
to $1,000 on his motel room bu-
reau here after Masson con-
ferred with Denis.

Denis, frmer executive assis-
tant to the federal immigration'
ministr, is charged with having
offered a sum of money to Mon-
treal lawyer Perre T.amontagne
to have Mr. Lamontagne drop
opposition to bail for Rivard.

He also is charged with wil
fully trying to obstruct justice
bhv attempting to dissuade Mr, |
L>montagne from opposing bail,
Mr. Lamontagne was lawyer for
U.S. authorities in legal steps
to extradite Rivard to face nar-
cotics charges In Texas.
