Walter S. Gibbons, race secretary
Roosevelt Raceway, sent up & sea-
son's greetings card with a repro-
duction of a Currier and Ives print
of the celebrated trotting mare
Lucy winning the fourth heat of
the $5.000 trot at Buffdlo, August
9, 1872 — time, 2.17%. Lucy was
driven by Orin G. Hickok, known
in his day and era as “the Tally-
rand of the Turf”, Lucy was a very
wide-gaited trotter, in fact she was
described as throwing her feet ali
over the track, but she was also a
most determined one and fcucht
every race to the last stride. She
excelled when the heats were split
up. It was the days when a “orse
had to win three heats to cop first
money and some of her races went
to as many as nine heats.

One of the happiest horsemen of
1958 is Joseph J. Purcell, who lives
in Trumansburg, N.Y. In 1947 he
develeped a blocd clot on the brain.
His right side was paralyzed and
he lost his speech, After mnine
months in hespital he returned
lome very low In strength and
snirit and his doctor recommended
something to glve him a mental
uplift. His wife remembered that
he had cwned and driven harmess
horses for twenty years prior tol
being a railroad employee but he
had not had a horse since 1937. Both
she and the doctor agreed it would
be a great thing to get him back
in the sport, so they persuaded
him to attend the Harrisburg, Pa.
rale of 1048, Locking over the coits
he selected Darn Flashy, by Darn-
ley, paying $1,100 for him.

He looked after the colt as much
as he was able and he and hiswife
became all wrapped up !n it. In
1940 he was trained at nearby Sar-
atoga by Al Winger, but Purcell
played a big hand in .the colt's
thiumphs, That season he did yell
as a two-year-old, winning over
83,000 and took a record of 2.10 2 /3,
but it was just a prelude to his 1950

paign where he won 13 firsts

him the season's champion three-
year-old trotter, heading such great
stake winners as Lusty's Song 302
and Star's Pride 2.02%. His earn-
ings rolled up to over $19,000 and
recently Mr. Purcell declined an
offer of $30,000 for the son of Darn-
ley.

Perhaps one of his most out-
standing perfcrmances of the past
season was in the Classified Trot,
purse $2,000 at Yonkers Raceway,
New York, Oct, 18, where ne met a
field of high-class aged trotters.
With Joe O'Brien up he scored a
sensational victory, time, 2.04 3 /56—
a new track trotting record. It was
this record set up by Darn Flashy
that Joe O'Brien lowered again on
the night of November 3rd. when
he wcn the Junior Free For All
Trot, purse $3,000, with the four-
year-old Martha Doyle in 2.04 2/5.

Frank L. Wiswall, secretary of the
U.S.T. A, has always been an ar-
dent supporter of harness horse
racing and is one of the big guns
behind Saratoga Raceway, Recently
Mr. Wiswall purchased Runny-
meade Farm near Saratoga Springs
and has stocked it with brocd mares
and stallions — The Geyser, a trot-
ter, and Realistic, a double-gaited
perfcrmer. Both are bred in highly
popular lines. There is alsp an ex-
cellent band of brood mares. Mr.
Wiswall’s horse holdings include as
well, yearlings and weanlings by
such 2.00 sires as Nibble Hanover
1.58%, Peter Song 200 and Dean
Hanover 1.58%. Frequently Mr. Wis-
wall handles the ribbons behind hiz
horses and is considered one of the
best amateur drivers in the state
of New York,

We turned
around and saw the smiling face of
a Charlcttetown girl who was study-
ing art in Paris. The Pari-mutuels
did an enormous business with bets
as low as five francs taken (equiv-
alent to abcut nine cents in Ameri-
can money.) Three of us hired a
taxi which took us out sonfp fifteen
miles to the track, waited for us
and took us back at a cost of $5.00
American money. It was certainly
a great time to see Europe.

birds out and takes his chances on
a winy shot?”

I'll admit that the hunter with
a dog finds more coveys than the
hunter who hunts. without one;
many more in fact but the hunter
with a dog throws away any chance
of a sitting shot. I do not =want
anyone to harbour the thought
that a hunter with a Setter or
Pointer shoots at the coveys on
the ground in front of his dog.
To be frank he has no choice in
the matter. In grass or stubble its

covey on the ground after a ‘point’
is made. On rare occasions on bare
terrain, such as close cropped past-
ure, one sometimes spots the birds
on the gréund. However in this
type of cover they do mot lle very
close. I have walked in front of &
Pointer when he was on ‘point’
on a ploughed fleld and thought
he was ‘spoofing’ until the covey
rose, Huns can {latten themselves
in the narrow slits between the
furrows where they are practically
invisible.
