It is believed in diplomatic circles at Len-
don and in Paris that the Ger.oan Govern-
ment shows so much annoynnce at the
massing of Coasacks on the frontier that it
will make an official demand for an explana-
tion from St. Petersburg, asking directly
the meaning of what seems to have been a
preconcerted movement.

Advices from Saigon show that the French
in an encounter near Hanoi early in Sep-
tewber met the Chinese regulars, who were
well armed and officered.

Another terrible murder has occurred at
St. Ouen, France. At half-past ten on
Sunday morning Mme. Besnard, occupying
a rvom in a court, the eutrance to which is
through No. 106 Avenue St. Ouen, heard
a sound as of stamping, followed by a cry
of *‘a Vassassin!” Some instants after-
wards the door of a neighboring apartment
was violently slammed, and a man was
heard to rush down stairs. Mme. Besnard,
after recovering from herfirst elarm, ralled
her neighbors, who forced the door of a
room occupied by a young girl named
Nathalie Marie Leulev, when a horrible
sight presented itself. The girl, who
was only twenty years old, lay on the
floor with a napkin bound around her neck.
The assassin, not content with strangling
his victim, stabbed her repeatedly, The
knife used remained in the wound, pinning
the neck of the unfortunate victim to the
floor. Nothing in the room had been dis-
turbed. Theft evidently was not the motive
of the crime. The dead girl, who was quite
pretty, had been residing in the house cnly
a fortnight.
