THE POPULATION OF FRANCE.

The returns of the Irench census,
taken on March 5, 1911, have recent-
ly Dbeen published. They - give the
total population of France, including
the island of Corsica, as 39,601,509,
compared with 39,252,245 in 1906,
Of the §7 Departments of France,
23 show an increase of  population
by the census of 1911 and 14 5 more
or less important decrease, and the
continued movement of the rural
population to the larger cities, and
industrial towns is revealed by the
returns. Algeria, with its three De-
partments of Algiers, Cran and Con-
stantine, shows a total population of
5,563,82%, of whom 4,768,306 are na-
tives and 795,522 French and other
foreigners, mainly of Kuropean nat-
ionality.

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GIGANTIC ANCIENT STONES.

(Christian Science Monitor.)

In the western wall of the great
temple of Baalbek in Syria are three
blocks of stone of  titanic propor-
tions. 'Chey are probably the largest
stones ever used in any building and
the problem is still unsolved as to
the methods used in conveying them
from the quarries and of placing
them in position. The quarries from
which these blocks were undoubtedly
cut can be seen about half a mile
to the southwest of the temple. The
three stones lie horizontally and
form part of the outer wall of  the
huilding. They are not on the lowest

part of the masonry, but are 23 feet
above the first row of stones. Each
stone is over 60 feet long, 13 feet

10 feet thick. They have

But the most wonderful block of
all' still lies in the quarries, for
something must have occucred to
stop the work of separating it com-
pletely from the rock, and the great
stone has lain there for centuries
awaiting completion. The fact that
a full crickett pitch could be marked
out on its face will convey still fur-
ther something tangible of its vast
proportions.

This stone ig 70 feet long, 14 feet
high, and 13 feet wide, its estimated
weight being 1,000 tons. The three
sides and part af the fourth have
been beautifully  chiselled, and are
smooth and even. On wonders where
the gigantic block was intended to
be placed. The great tempies of Baal
and Bacchus were completed, as was
also . the beautiful little cireular
structure known as the temple of
Venus. Perhaps some ambitioug ' to-
man Imperor aspired to build g riv-
al monument which should eclipse all
previobus efforts. 8o far no clue to
the problem has been discovered, and
the stone remains an
