This is precisely what city plan-
ning authorities have been advoca- '
ting for years — long before
thermonuclear weapons came on
the scene or Russia started ‘‘col-
onizing’’ her neighbors. If civil de-
fence hastens the day when there'll
be more breathing space per per-
son in the urban municipalities,
so much the better.
