Work on the construction of a
second group of houses for the
‘married  personnel at R.C.AF,
Station, Summerside, is nearing
completion. The first group, which
was finished last spring, consisted
of 130 dwelling units and this lat-
ter group is made up of 105 units,
The contract, valued at approxi-
mately $700,000, is held by Gomac
Construction Co. Ltd, an affiliate
of Eastern Woodworkers Ltd., of
New Glnsgorw N.S.

The area is known as Slemon
Park and a school is also under
construction by M. F. Schurman
Co. Ltd. and is expected to be
ready by April 1st,

Seventeen units of this last
group of houses have already been
turned over to the Air Force and
twenty more are ready, except for
the installation of laundry tubs
which are in short supply.

Emma Moores, a former school-
teacher, and the law says if equal
educatlon is provided by a f{eacher,
the children do not have to attend
public school.

Mrs. Moores, wife of Wally Moores
former student at the Three Hills,
Alta., Bible School, may be held-
ing classes in the farmhouse.

2nd Infantry Division,
containing a battalion of French
soldiers, counter-attacked in the
Wonju sector in a desperate effort
to hold the centre of the Allied
line,

A larger 2nd Division column,
slogging up a snow-banked valley
from Chongju, reached heights
overlooking Wonju after smashing
back a Red force on both sides of
the Wonju-Chungju road.

Shot In The Arm

Recapture of Wonju, 45 miles
south of the 38th parallel bound-
ary of South Korea and 55 miles
southeast of Seoul, was a shot in
the arm to United Natlons troops
who have been falling back for 11
days before the Reds.

Ever since time zones came
lnto e!fect Newfoundland has been
running half an hour in frent of
the rest of the Atlantic time zone.
‘The Provincial Government of
Newfoundland is now taking steps
to eliminate this half hour differ-
ence, Hon. J.J. Spratt, Minister of
Provincial Affairs announced yes-
terday.

Mr. Spratt said that a bill will
be intreduced at the next session of
the Provincial Legislature to amend
the Standard Time Act c¢f New-
foundland.

The amendment will provide that
local standard time be fixed at 4
hours behind Greenwich mean time,
instead of 3'42 hours as at present.
This ohange, he sald, will bring
Newfoundland within the Atlantic
time zone which includes Nova Sco-
tia, Prince Edward Island and New
Brunswick.

The Government will propose
that the change take place on
April 29, 1951, at which time all
Newfoundland clocks will' be put
back % an hour.

But the Provinclal Government
can change the time acne all they
like, it won’t affect the rugged fish-

slugged northward up the Chung-
ju-Wonju road in counter-attack.
AP correspondent  Willlam - C.
