with a view to discovering a simple means
of inflating a baloon on thefield of battle
The plan of ‘fr. Menier has been under
fsvorable consideration. That gentleman
discards gas and goes back to the principle
of the fire baloon, inflating the waterproof
calico envelope with air heated by a large
oil lamp, fitted with a copper chimney.
His balloon is upwards of 200 feet in dia-

| meter when inflated, and is capable of
|} carrying 14 persons. The car, which is
formed of light iron and wicker work, is
fitted with wheels, so that when travelling
on land it can carry the balloon and inflat-
ing apparatus. Half an hour only is res
quired to fill the balloon. How the plan
will work is not yet known, but Russia,
which has been testing a similar system
has rejected it as practically useless, and
sticks to gas as an inflator.
