TrERR is much distress among theé poorer
class of fishermen in the neighberheod of
Halifax, but the mild weather of the present
winter has enakled them so far to eke out a
living. Should severe weather put in, it is
feared much suffering will be experienced and
the charitably dieposed of Halifax are called
on for help. ;

Toxre, Japan, has been devastated by three
terrible fires in the last seven years. The
last, whieh took place towards the close of
December, laid waate several square miles of
the eity, destroyed fifteen thousand houses
and left a proportional number of persoms
without shelter, and a large number without
food. The foreign quarter was almost entire-
ly consumed, and several missionary estab-
lishments have been reduced te ruin. Over a
hundred persons were killed or fatally in-
jured.

PRrEPARATIONS for a renewal of the exo-
dus frem the Ottawa valley to Maniteba
have begun. The first party will leave Ot-
tawa on March 2nd, and is expected to
make the journey in four and a half daya.
No doubt, a similar movement will take
place in most of the older sectiens of the
Province. The indications are that the
British farmers, with a small capital, about
to sat out for Canada, will find many farms
clearad to their hand awaiting purchase in
Ontario. 3

A corrESPONDENT of the New York Sun
asked, “Why are white cats deaf ?” and a

True or false, such stories of palace in-
trigues are made ihe excuse for remorse-
lassly despatching those who have in-
curred the displeasure of the King or his
favorities.

A year later news reached
his home, near London, that Brice, with
all his messmates, had gone down in a gale. -
Mrs. Brice then locked to her husband’s
brother, ¥red H. Brice, for support, and
came with the latter’s family to America.
But Frank, having fioated on a raft for
three days, had been picked up by a whal-
ing vessel. Two years after his departure
he landed again at Liverpool and seught
his family. All traces of them were gone.
Of a roving disposition, Frank then enlist-
ed in the Pacific Mail service. He went
round and round the world, mecting with
mauny adventures. One night last Nevem-
ber he found himseif in San Francizco and
face to face with his brother ¥'red, who had
gone thither from Kansas City on business.
He accompanied his brother to Kansas
City, where Mrs. Brice was living in sup-
posed widewhood.

Genseva is menaced with a sericus calam-
ity. Some time age the Duke of Bruns-
wick left his enermous fortune in Geneva
by a quaintly worded testament, to which
the municipality in due courss administered
as universal legatee. Grateful for the
magnificent bequest willed to it by Charles
Frederick, the city erecied a costly eques-
trian statue tc his memory, laid out the
pleasure grounds, and founded schools upen
the strength of the Brunswickian heritage,
valued at several millions of franes.
Meanwhile the ‘‘agnates” of the Bruns-
wick-Luneberg Ducal House took legal
steps to dispute the wvalidity of Duke
Charles’s will, upon the ground that, at the
time he executed that document he was
“non compos mentis,” a circumstance
which under the Brunswick State Laws
of the 6th and 14th March, 1873, would
render his testamentary dispesitions null
and void. The case thus raised has been
tried before the Brunswick tribunals, which
have given sentence against Geneva, de-
claring his Highness’s will, under which
that city claims his inheritance, to be in-
valid. Geneva has signified her intention
to appeal to still higher courts ; but, as it
would appear the leading jursts of Ger-
many are ef opinion that the decision of the
Brunswick tribunals, will be "in every re-
epect coufirmed. Should this prove to
be the case, Geneva will hLave spent am
enormous sum of money in honor of Duke
Charles, and to her own manifest embellish-
ment ; but instead of deriving it from the
proceeds of the celebrated Brunswick bril-
liants, she will have to pay it out of her
own poeket.
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
