*“This is the son whe, I hope, shall first
unite the two kingdoms of Scotland and
England.” Sir William Stanley said,
* Why, madam, shall he succeed before
your Majesty and his father ¥ *‘ Alas!”
answered Mary, ‘‘his father has broken to
me,” alluding to the conspiracy against
Rizzio. **Sweet madam,” said Darnley,
‘*is this the promise you made—that you
would forget and forgive all?’ *‘1 have
forgiven all,” replied the Queen, *‘but
will never forget. What if Faudenside’s
(one of the assassins) pistol had shot me 7"
*“ Madam,” replied Darnley, **these things
are past.” *‘ Then,” said the Queen, *‘let
them go.” So ended this conversation.—

THE BATTLE OF PCICTIERS.

On Monday, the 19¢h day of September,
1356, was won this most extraordinary vic-
tory; yet betore two centuries had passed
the spot where those wmighty deeds were
enacted was unknown. In an after age, the
poirit was eagerly investigated and contest-
ed; but at length, in 1743, the exact pcsi-
tion of the English army seems to have
been ascertained. Nevertheless, the trav-
eller will search for that fatal field long
before he finds it; but if he seek out a
peasant’s house called Les Bordes, near
some tall trees, he may be led to the
ground where the Black Prince was in-
trenched. But the vineyard mentioned by
Froissait is no longer there. Still the hol-
low way between its steep banks is to be
seen; and the iutrenchments of the English
camp may yet be traced. The peasant de-
clares, too, in ploughing the slopes, he
frequently turns up human bones and
rusty armor, and heads of arrows.
At a little farmhouse, also, not far
from the spot, some broken lances and
large bones are shown ; and that is all that
which now remains to attest the field of
Poictiers. Man may well ask his heart, as
he passes over the spot, **Is this all, in-
deed ?—all for which so many heroes have
died—to be forgotten—to have their very
burial-places scarcely known —the glorious
feats and gallant actions which, even in
dying, they thought would be immortal,
overwhelmed beneath the lumber of
history, or blotted out by fresh comments
on the same bloody theme—the throne
they fought for, and the lands they won,
passed into the dynasties, and all the ob-
jects of their mighty daring as unachieved
as if they had not been?—James' History
of Edward the Black Prince.
