May Build Pulp
Mill Near New
Glasgow, N.S.

HALFAX (CP)—An official of
the Scott Paper Company said
Tuesday that if the firm builds a
proposed 35,000,000 pulp mill in
Nova Scotia it will be at Aber-
crombie point, near New Glasgow.

Company vice-president Andrew
&chroder was quoted by The Chron-
Icle-Herald as sahing the company
was acquiring about 500 acres of
property in the Abercrombie area.
He made the statement in a iong-
distance telephone conversation
from the company’s head office in
Chester, Penn.

He said the company, which re-
cently completed a survey of tim-
ber resources in the province, has
no immediate plans for the estab-
lishment of the mill, but future
plans may include a new plant in
Nova Scotia.

VATICAN CITY (Reuters)—The
Pope said in a stalement made
public Tuesday that the Roman
| Catholic Church’s ban on divorece
does not mean the church is in-
sensible to the tragedy often to be
found in broken marriages.

LONDON (Reuters) — Brilain

Prime Minister Eden told the
House of Commons that the H-
bomb will be dropped far from any
inhabited island.

‘“‘The tests will be high air bursts
which will not involye heavy fall-
out,” he said.

Britain will thus become the
third entry in a field dominated by
the United States and Russia. Brit-
ain’s first atomic tests were held
off western Australia in October,
1952. Further tests have been going
on in the same area this spring.

Christmas Island, an isolated
atoll lying close to the equator
midway between Australia and
Mexico, will be the base from
which planes will take off to drop
the H-bomb and observe its ef-
fects.

A swept - wing Valiant jet
bomber will probably be chosen to
drop the bomb.

HUGE POWER

The blasts, Eden said, will be in
the ‘‘megaton range.” The mega-
ton is the equivalent of 1,000,000
tons of high explosive.

The prime minister faced ques-
tions from the Labor party opposi-
tion who are pressing for an inler-
national agreement to end H-bomb
tests because of their radioactive
effect on the atmosphere.

FREDERICTON (CP) — Pur |
chase of the textile mill at nearby
Marysville by the Hamilton Coiton
Company, Limited, o' Hamilton,
Ont., was announced Thursday.
The little community's only in-
dustry closed ncarly three years
ago because of depressed condi
tions in textile markets. The prop-
erty was then valued at $500,000.

The purchase price was not an-
nounced.

Officials said the plant is ex-
pected to resume opcrations in
four or five months, working at
full poduction with new machin-
ery.
