lime in the usual form, the writer and
others with whom he has conversed wure
led to think that mussel mud must contain
a considerable quantity of decayed animal
or vegetable matter ; it was also thought
that the mud might be impregnated with
some muriates or salts derived from the
salt water uunder which it has lain for so
long a period. One thing almost all who
have used it agree in, that the effect of the
mud is more durable than that of lime, the
immediate effect is also greater. Take the
growth of clover alone and I think that no
one will dispute that such heavy and
luxuriant crops of that plant have been
grown on the Jsland on land to which mud
had been applied as never have or could be
grown without it.
