‘I'he next he siw ot him was at
wlt-past eleven o'clock the same night, when
hie was curried in oft the street by Willom
Fhemson, James MeQuarrie and Roderick
MedNveill, seafaring men, who are not now on
the Islind.  They Lidd Cullen on the floor;
e was dead. Witness tried his pulse but
could feel no signs ot life; opened his clothes,
saw some blood, and found u cut on his left
breast.  The body was warm when brought
in,

Lovisa MoQuanrnis wns next sworn and
exiunined,  She lives with her tather in the
Lane, in rear ot the old barracks. She was
well acquainted with the prisoner, who often
visited their house, and was courting her sis-
ter Flora McQuarric,  She remembered the
night ot the murder. ‘Llivre was o party at
their place that night.  Her brother James,
Sarah Collier, cousin Roderick MeXNeill, sister
Flora, mother and fuather, were all there.
Dowey was with them,  They all had a quart
of gin between them.  About 10 o'cluck
Dowey and Flora and I went home witlhe Sarali
Collier,  We jassed along t «¢ West side of
of the juil fence, and lete Saralk near Sam
Colling's old place. We then returned the
same wiy.  Dowey and Flora stopped near
the pump at the south torner of the Jail. She
told me  go home as they had some seerct
to talk avout., 1 did s0.  About half an hoar
after 1 got into the house, 1 saw my brother
James rise guickly and go to the door.  Mo-
ther and Cousin Koderick were sitting in the
house at the time.  James hield the door halt
open with his foot. and looked out for two or
three minutes.  Mother asked who or what is
that? and he replied, some drunken man,
Then I got up and wanted to get out by the
door, but Jawes would not let me. 1 then
went to the window, looked out and saw a
mun lying down opposite vur door about five
yords off. e luy on his side with his back
to our heusge. 1 then ran round to the back
door, and went where the man was; looked
in his face, and recognized Lhim as one of
Currie's bourders, 1 shook him, andtold him
to go home, or held perish, e mude no an-
swer,  Chris. Dutly then came up and looked
at him.  Flora and Dowey also came.  They
miide no remark.  Dowey said please hand o
light to sce what is the matter. 1 ran into
Currie's and told thew one of their boarders
was lying drunk on the street, and that they
had better come amd take him home.  Whey
I returned, brother Jumes and Rodezick M.
Nuill were around the M with (o rest.
James "““l Dowey helvig to put him on
Lhompson's back,  Wo were on friendly
Lrms Won the prisoner: he conducted himes
selt civilly and decontly at our place.  Don't
know that father and mother Kuew he was en-
gaged to Filora. 1 did.  lle used to come to
our house nearly every evening, and stay till
94 or 10 o'clock.

Cumnis, Durry ealled and sworn.,  Recollect
the night of the murder. I live near Muac-
Quarrie’s on the same street. Went out after
10 o'clock. und walked down towards the jail,
and stood at Carroll, the bLuteher's corner.
Dowey was standing there, and 1 thought had
his hauds in his pockets. Saw  Flora Mae-
Quarrie running up to him from the direction
of the jail; she nught be five or six yurds
from Dowey when | first neticed her. Saw
Cullen too. He was like off his feet, on his
knees, struggiing for death in the lane oppo-
site MceQuarrie’s. Woent over to himy, and
caught hium by the arm; didn't gpeak to him,
but thouzht he was in lHguor. 1 am sure the
deceascd w s not his standing height when |
first suw him.  In cross-examination, this
witness said he must have been one of the
first to see Callen. Dowey was then stand-
ing at Carroli's corner, 1 believe [ was nbout
titteen yards off where the man fell, Saw no
one interfering with Callen.  Was a little in
ligror and did not pay much attention.

Ereex MeQuannie (mother of Louisa and
Flora) was next pluced in the witness stand,
She remembered the night of the wurder, and

The sentence of Dowey is that he shall be
taken to Pownal Square on the 31st of March
next, and there hanged by the neck until
dead, between the Lhour of G o'clock in the
morning and 6 in the evening. By a singu-
lur coincidence his exceution will tuke place
within sight of the spot where the murder was
committed,

That Mr. Burke did not die
by the hand of Gay, is owing to no merit
ol his. ‘I'he attaek was a deliberate one—
less provoked than that of Dowey on Cul-
len.  The only ditference is that it did not
result in the death of the person attacked.
The gailt is equal in both cases. It is said
that Gay was 1 liquor when ho did the

. MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT.

IIaviNg given the public a little
breathing time, we will now resume the
subject ot u former article under the head-
ing ** what Simmerside wants.! Ao
here we would remark, that the first o2}
most important want is a dctorming .on
on the part of the inhabitants that Leir
Town shell, as far as their individual and
collective excrtions can accomplish it,
become the model Town of the Island.
Without public spirit manifested, not
only by liberality in pecuniary matters,
but by those who have influence und
weight in the community coming cheer-
tully forward and setting a good examplo
in taking upon themselves the burthen of
executing the duties which a new order
of things will render necessmy, Summer-
side will make but little progress, DBe-
fore enumerating these duties, and the
manner in which they are to be perform-
cd, let us endeavor to ascertain what are
the ndvantages which men exyect to en-
joy ina well regulated town or city.

Sceurity of life, limb and property,
without which there can be no permunent
improvement, comfort or satisfuction, has
always taken the lead in the formation of
municipal institutions. A police force,
therefore, becomes an absolute necessity,
and with this cither a stipendiary magis-
trate or a board of magistrates undertak-
ing the duties in rotation. That one per-
son, who being paid for his services would
be always at hand in case of emergency,
and who would make the duties of his
station his constant study, would be more
efficient than any number of unpaid offi-
cials, there can be no doubt—the only
question is the expense. And this ne-
cessarily leads to the manner in which
the requisite funds for the prompt admin-
istration of the law and for sanitary and
other purposes are to be raised. 'T'his
power must be lodged somewhere. In
a Mayor and Common Council, or how
else ? That eventually it will Ye neces-
sury to give to Summerside the power of
creating & municipality with the requi-
site ofticers of Muayor, Recorder, &e.,
there can be little doubt; but is it pre-
pared at the present time to encounter
the necessary outlay?  We rather doubt
it. I, however, those interested in the
present and future prosperity of this town
will take the matter i= hand with, a de-

termination of iscerlaing not oniy the
Vwulingness of the community to provide
the necessary funds, but alsv of finding.
out the most ecconomical method of carry-
ing the desired improvements into effect,.
a great point will have been gained. For
this purpose we would suggest that a re-
quisition to the senior Magistrate, Harry
C. Green, Esq., to call a pablic meeting
of the frecholders, householders and lod-
gers, of Summerside, for the purpose of
tuking into consideration the best and
most effectual means of advancing the
prosperity and good government of the
town, should be signed by the leading
inhabitants and presented. When the
meeting is convened, the ques‘ion as to
whether a Municipal Government shall
be adopted or not, may be freely dis-
cussed. If determined in the affir-
mative, acommittee should be appoint-
ed for the purpose of settling the
details of the kind of municipality that
may have been determined on, and having
them embodyed in a Bill to be submitted
to the Legislature.

We would suggest to those who may
be inclined to adopt the plan proposed,
to carefully consider whether some less
expensive machinery than a Mayor, Com-
mon Council, &ec., might not be adopted.
A certain number of persons, say six or
eight, might be elected by the f{rechold-
ers, houscholders and lodgers, who, with
a chairman, might be styled Trustees or
Burgesses-~it is little matter what the
name—and upon whom would devolve
the duty of appointing, in the first place,
Assessors and Collector of rates—the
amount of the sum to be levied by rate
or ssscasment having been first submitted
