West opened a club, and South
found himself with an unplayable
contract. He went down three
tricks, for a 500-point penalty.
Then the “fun” started between
North and South,

North insisted that South had
been “crazy” to bid four hearts on
as bad a trump suit as he held, and
virtuously pointed to his own
and to his second
pass, over West's one spade. “What
did you think I had—a good
hand?” he asked sarcastically.

South answered that he had not
expected a gcod hand, but that he
had not dreamed that North was
going to put down such a terrible
hand! And, in support of his own
view, he mentioned a couple of
North's actions which North him-
self had failed to review!

The unbiased observer will pro-
bably conclude (correctly) that
there were faults on both sides, but
that is was North who was far the
guiltier. His two passes at the start
were not such “ positive” actions as
his penalty pass of the one-no-
trump  double, and his following
raise of hearts at the three-level.
South knew from this latter bid
that North could have bid two
hearts to take out the double, and
thus had every reascn to expect n
better hand than North put down.

Beyond doubt, it was question-
able for South to go on to four
hearts, but, after all, how cculd he
tell that North had risked a need-
less 300-point penalty by overcall-
ing two spades?
