He had personal hopes, he said
in the Throne-Speech debate in the
Upper Chamber, that such an ap-
peal coming directly from Nas-
rollah Entezam of ILran, U.N. As-
sembly president, would be ac-
cepted,

1t was true the Chinese Com-
munists were closely allied with
Russia, but they had not forgotten
Russia’s desire to obtain control of
Korea, Manchuria and Sinkiang.

Senator Turgeon praised the
work of External Affairs Minis-
ter Pearson in the United Na-
tions. At a press conference ear-
Jier in the day, Mr. Pearson said
the question of the U.N. forces
crossing the 38th Parallel in Korea
should be treated ‘“‘with care.”
Canada hoped no move would be
made regarding sanctions against
Red China until all avenues of
megotiation had been investigated.

ator Turgeon said the Rus-
sian brand of Communism was
out to destroy spiritual life. The
best weapon to defeat this was a
resurgence of faith in God.

He said branding Red China as
an aggressor in Korea was the
only possible action the U. N.
could take and he was glad Gan-
ada had concurred.

Network Of
Fighter-Bomber
Bases Plin_ned

PARIS, Feb. 10—(AP) — The
United States and her Atlan-
tic Allies fre blueprinting a
network - of  fighter-bomber
bases all around the Mediter-
ranean, authoritative sources
said Friday.

Bquipped to handle every-
thing from fet fightersto B-50
bombers, the bases will stretch
from the Atlantic to the Pers-
ian Gulf, high-level sources
sald.

The main purpose of the
network, it was reported, is to
advance the forward positions
avallable to high speed air-
craft for use “against any pos-
sible enemy.” Some of the
new bases will be within 500
miles of Russia.

France already has made
available to the U. S. Air
Force the sites for seven of
the airbases, all of them in
Morocco. The others include,
according to best information
here, two more in Libla, one
on the Island of Cyprus, two
in Iraq. and possibly more.

Britain is reported making

- alrbase sites available to the
U. S. in Cyprus and Iraq.

Band Leader Duchin
Dies In New York

NEW YORK, Feb. 10 — (AP)—
Band leader Eddie Duchin, 41,
whose nimble-fingered piano play-
ing delighted millions of dancers,
radio listeners and movie fans,
died tonight of cancer.

Only a few hours earlier, the
Unlted.S‘taus Navy cited him for
his Second World War service.

He eunlisted in the navy at the
age of 33 and served in some of the
toughest engagements both \in the
Atlantic and Pacific.

Duchin studied to be a druggist
and worked at a soda fountain as
a youth before his great piano
playing got him started on a
musical career.

His first wife was a sugar heiress
Marjorie Oelrichs, who died two
years afler their marriage and six
days after the birth of his only
son, He later married again.

The hospital gave the cause of
death as leukemia, a form of can-
cer of the blood.

Duchin in 1947 married Maria
Teresa Winn, who survives.

Duchin claimed to be able to
play any tune after hearing it once.
But no matter how long he studied
it, he said he never could learn
the lyrics.

His finger's were reported to
have been insured at one time
for $150,000.

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Buter Production
Down In January,
Margarine Up

OTTAWA, Feb, 10 — (CP)—But-
ter production slumped in Janu-
ary while margarine output was
on the upturn, the Bureau of
Statistics reported Friday.

The Bureau also disclosed a
sharp drop in Canada’s butter
stocks during that month,
Production of creamery butter
in January amounted to 8,090,000
pounds, a decline of 18 per cent
from 9833000 in January, 1951.
Output was lower in all Provinces
Production of margarine in
January totalled 9,455,000 pounds
against 6,377,000 in .December and
7.988.000 in,January last year.
Stocks at Feb. 1 were 1,951,000
against 2,396,000 at Jan. 1 and 1,-
839.000 a year ago.

Stocks of creamery butter at
Feb. 1 were 25,751,000 . pounds,
compared with 39,231,000 at Jan.
1 and 46,334,000 a 'year ago. N
Production of cheddar cheese in
January climbed to 1,979,000
pounds from 1,745,000 a year ago.
Output of process cheese was 3,-
344,000 pounds against 3,233,000 in
December and 2,622,000 in Jan-
uary, 1950.

Stocks of process cheese at Jan.
31 were 1,069,000 pounds against
1,209,000 at Dec. 31 and 993,000 a
year earlier.
