The
morphine habit is equally amenable to
the cure, though 1t takes a little longer
than alcoholism. ‘The cocaine habit can
be cured in thirty-six hours.

Novel Feature tu Telephone Work.

While the fact that the roar of Niagara

Falls has recently been heard in New
York over the telephone is generally
known, but little has been said of the

novel manner in which the transmitter

was brought within rangeof the noise of

the falling water. After investigation, it

was decided that the Cave cf the Winds
would be the best place at which to
agther the sound, as there the falis can
he approached more closely than at al

in the caye, right under the center fall,

was placed a wooden box, in which was
secured a telephone, with a ‘solid back’’
transmitter.
