Chili, on the night of the 8th December,
1863, during the celehration of the [mmacu-

copy the narrative a¢ given by various cor-
reepondente of the New York papers :— :

On Deeember 8, 1863, was celhrated
throughout the Catholie world the Feast of
the Coneeption ¢! the Virgin. In Chili the
o+ Month ot Mary ' (cclebrated elsewhere in
May) ends with that evening.

The church of the Campania, built the
latter Lalf of the seventeenth ecntury, posses-
sed @ spacions nave, but a rool that dated
only from fifteen years ago, of painted tim-
ber. The only door of ¢asy access to the
congregition was the prineipal one in the
centre, the small doors leading into the nisles
being opened only half way, and obstructed
by sereens. Near the high altar there was
