The digging
of a well is a matter of the iirst necessity to
nine-tenths of the people, and sometimes this
is not effected, until the earth has been pene-
trated to a considerable depth, and after the
well is dug and ed,and curbed, it is often
difficult to construct an apparatus that shall
enable the different members of the family to
supply the house and ecattle with water with
ease and safety. * The moss-covered buck
that hangs by the well,” sou ery prettil
in the song, but the well-pole itself is one of
those awkward primitive methods of drawing
water that betokens a degree of barbarism in
the people who still make use of it. The
Chinese are familiar with it to_this day, so for
that matter are they with the chain pump, but
theirs has undergoue no improvement sinco
the first invention. An improved chain pump
has been for some time in vogue among the
people of the neighbouring states. The ma-
chine is o very simple one, It is & common
iron chain with a round disk of iron about two
inches in diameter, at the distance of about a
foot from each other oceurring throughout the
whole chain, theseare called buckets or pistons;
this chain passes round an iron wheel which is

turned by a crank and at bottom round a sheave
which is'affixed at the lower end same
piceeof wood to which that as the top tened

n coming up, the chain passes easily through
a tube mude of wood, bringing with it a con-
tinuous column of water, which passes into a
spout that may be directed to any part of the
premises. The advantages of drawing water
with this pump, ara, that it is so casily per-
formed, that o child of seven years oid can
work it in wells of nrdimu;y depth without
either difficulty or danger of any sort. It is
not liable to freeze in the winter, for as soon
s the winch ceases to be turned, the water
round the chain returns to the well, leaving
the tube completely dry ; and there can be no
woste—unless, deatgnedly—so that tho usual
dangerous and unsightly accumulation of ice
round the well is avoided. There is unother
and in many cases no small advantage, the
tube may be inclined to any angle that ma
necessary or convenient, and works as weil, if|
not bettér in this way. It may be used to draw
from wells 40 feot deep which cannot be done s
casily with the common pump. The iron is
galvanized, as it is called, that is covered with
a thick eoating of zine which at once prevents
its rusting an gi';l:ﬁl chalybeate taste to the
water.
