Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain said he
wondered what would have become of the
Duke of Welliagton in that great cam-
paigo which ended in thrusting across the
Spanish border the lezions of Napoleun,

what would have been said of him when |

he lay for mouths inactive behind his lines
at Torres Vedras, fwhen he allowed the

{ conntry which he had come to save to be |

ravaged by the enemy ; what would have
become of him if his plav of campaign
had been subjected twice a day to the
acute and sometimes impetuous criticism
of hucdreds of skilful writers—(laughter)
—and of thousands of ama'eur strat=gists?
Laughter)

Whatever may be the incid.rts of the
exceptional campaign in which we are ens

Our soldiers have shown thst they have
lost noue of the qualities which have
gained for them their splendid reputation
