“Carefully Vague Reply”
Closes Norman Incident

By WARREN ROGERS Jr.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
United States has made public a
carefully vague reply to Can- |
ada’'s demand for assurances that
such incidents as the Norman
case can never happen again.

But for all its seeming ambig-
uity, Thursday’s note apparently |
closed an incident which had
strained the traditionally warm
ties of the two countries.

The Canadian demand was
made last April 10, six days after
Herbert Norman, Canadian am-
bassador to Egypt. killed him-
self.

The Canadian note told the U.S.
in bristling language that Canada
would quit giving security infor-
mation about its citizens to Amer-
can agencies unless it received
assurances that, without its ex-
| press consent, such data would be
| withheld from congressional com-
| mittees or any other groups over
| which the U.S. executive branch

has no control ‘C()NTINUE CO-OPERATION

Earlier, on March 18, Canada
had denounced as *‘irresponsible™
a report aired by the U.S. Senate
internal security sub - committee
that Norman had been a Com-
munist. The Canadian govern-
| ment complained that this was
the resurrection of old charges.
and said it had full faith in Nor-

man.
' RELEASED TUESDAY
! The latest note in the exchange
was handed to ambassador Nor-
man Robertson here last Tuesday
by Deputy Undersecretary of

State Robert Murphy.

Murphy, a veteran career dip-
lomat, sidestepped the Canadian
demand for assurances. He wrote.
in effect, that there is nothing
wrong with the protective system
set up between the two govern-

ments, thus seeming to imply
that there simply is no way of
guarding against ‘‘leaks’ in any
| system, no matter how good.
| “The procedures which have
| been followed. . . are consistent
wth the assurances you seek,'
| Murphy wrote. «

He outlined the procedures as
follows

1. US. and Canadian security
agencies, such as the FBI and
the RCMP, abide by any restric-
tions imposed by the sender of
security data upon the user.
NEED PERMISSION
2. All US. agencies are under
strict orders to transmit no se-
curity information to outsiders
without the consent of the agency
which sent them such informa-
tion.

This means that if the FBI gets
security data from the RCMP it
would have to get RCMP ap-
proval before passing it along to
| the Senate internal security sub-
committee, for example. In turn,
the subcommittee could not re-
lease this data to the press un-
less the FBI said it was all Fight,
presumably after first getting
permission from Ottawa.

Murphy's note apparently tried
to walk the thin line between sat-
isfying the Canadian demand and
antagonizing the subcommittee.
The silence from both quarters
indicated that he had succeeded.
