Made At Tryon

1 HAVE often talked in this column of the many amdes ol
wearing apparel that were made in this province in other ye
but I learned recently that one company, the Tryon Woolen Mills
1836-1920, made some of the finest tweeds in lhe wmld But 1
wonder if most of vou will be as surprised as o learn
the mills were founded by Charles E. Stanfield, l'rm\d(atlmr of
Robert L. Stanfield, premier of Nova Scotia.

The founder sold in 1867 to S. E. Dawson, Jr. who was
brother of his wife, and seven years later the mills were soid
to John Dawson Reid, father of Mrs, James Stevenson, Charlotte-
town who first put me on the trail of this story, and 'Hon, §. E.
ﬂexd To complete the historical detail, the mills were burned

1374, were rebuilt and became incorporated as the
Woolen Mill Manufacturing Company Limited in 1881 with .lohn
Dawson Reid, sales manager and Honorable S. E. Reid—]
secretary-treasurer, 1 am told by Eare
Tryon—was named secretary-treasurer of the company.

JOHN DAWSON Reid died in 1903, his daughter told me, the
mills “exr closed two years later, were-opened in 1915 as a knit-
tinz mill to make underwear for the troops in the First Great
War when they were run by Reid and Rayner, and they were
burned in_1920.

Mrs. Stevenson fells me that Stanfield’s first partner was Ed-
ward Dawson who contracted tuberculosis and moved to a dry
climate in Denver, Colorado in 1869, hoping for a cure which
never came; also that Charles Stanfield’s daughter Nell, an aunt
of Premier Stanfield. is still living. Charles Stanfield, the man
credited with inventing _“unshrinkable underwear", married
Phyllis Dawson, sister of Mrs, Stevenson's grandmother who was
Charlotte Dawson.

STEVENSON is wondering f there are some blankels
around thal were manufactured in the mill, as she would like
very much to get one for a souvenir. I know that there is still
some cloth around because Charles Easton, Georgelown, told |

me last fall his wife has a suit made from Tryon Woolen Mill
cloth. And this cloth ranked with the very best when the mills |
were af their peak. Mr. Howatt had some excellent smjshcal‘
information for me when 1 called on him mcenﬂv I
a story written by The Guardian October 15.

The old story said the tweeds made there compared favor-
ably with the best of the imported cloth. A Maine tailor had said
his principal importations had been from Tryon, an had
found no better goods anywhere else in the world. The name of
the Tryon Woolen Mills, another authority said, “‘is a guarantee
of (hF hwhm excellence in quality, with a minimum of cost.”

Manv Looms-45 Yards Each

THERE WERE a large number of looms in action, each
capable of about 45 vards of finished material a day. This com-
pares wih the vard an hour that was considered a veally good |
average for hand weaving as explained to me by ladies who
aould do that, ke Mee, Maleoim Mackend, Sitathoona and Mes.
Andrew Johnstone who lived formerly in Long River, but mow
resides with her son, William, in the Kensington area. Incident-
ally those ladies also told me they used to get eight cents a
vard for doing the weaving “hlch was m‘eﬂv small pay.

The Trvon mills had thi ing vats that wou!d ‘handle
500, d 200 pounds of \\’m] “at one time. The vats were
heated by the exhaust from the steam encine. The power was
supplied by water power from the river, and the xlenm was used
for the additional power when needed. Coal was hauled from
\'ml'*rm where it came by schooner,

SAID the quality was excellent and here’s the proof. The
mill hn:wi(-‘d a diploma and commemorative medal won at the
Great Colonial Exhibition in Tondon. Other honors involving
Trvon tweeds include a gold medal won in a Paris exhibition
around the turn of the century by a Summerside tailor John |
MacKenzie. who was the grandfather of Ross MacKenzie, pro-
orietor of MacKenzie's House of Fashion in Summerside.
MacKenzie won several international awards. Ross tells me.
Thev included those at the Philadelphia World's Fair, the Paris
exhibition and an internaticnal show at London.
