SOCIETY FOR THE ENCOURAGEMENT OF AGRICULTURE, Ma-
NuFAcTURES AND Fisneries.—By late New Brunswick pa-
pers, we perceive that a public Meeting was recently held
in St. John., N. B,, “for the purpose of considering the best
method of improving the circumstances of the country, by
encouraging the Agriculture, Manufactures, and Fisheries
«of the Province.” The Meeting was very numerously atten-
«ded. John Duncan, Esq., being called to the chair, several
gentlemen addressed the Meeting in strong and forcible lan-
guage—and in some instances at great length—on a-variety
of topics connected with the object of the Meeting. The
result was, the passing of the following Resolutions, and the
organization of a Society for the purpose of giving them
practical effect :—

Resolved, T'hat the Commercial prosperity of every country is

_intimately connected with the prosperity of its Agriculturists, and

that it is equally incumbent upon Government, upon the Legis-
lature, and upon the public generally, to unite in efforts to im-
rove the Agricultural condition of this Province, by the removal

.of removable obstructions, and by an extension of encourage-

ment to Farmers.

Resolved, T'hat it is the opinion of this meeting, that the en-
couragement of Manufactures within the Province is the hest
mode of protecting its Agricultural interests, as the Operatives
engaged in Manufactures furnish the Farmer a Home and certain
Market for his surplus produce. :

Resolved, That the extensive and valuable Fisheries of this
Province need protection from foreign encroachment, and en-

, couragepent by Legislative Bounty ;5 and if prosecutedin an ef-

ficient manner, would improve the condition of the Farmer, by
opening an additional market for his surplus produce and furnish-
ing him with a cheap and wholesome®article of food ; would ne-
cessarily give employment to a large number of operatives and
tradesmen, and would increase and extend the foreign trade of

~ New Brunswick, by supplying a valuable and much needed arti-

cle of export.

Resolved, That in giving protection and encouragement to
Agricalture, Manufactures and the Fisheries, it should be an es-
tablished principle, that all those great interests of the Province
should receive equal support, without an undue preference being
given to either.

Resolved, That a Provincial Association be formed, for the pur-
pose of giving effect to the Resolutions passed this evening by
all legal and constitutional means, and that persons favourable
thereto, in all parts of the Province, be requested to join and co-
operate therein.

That thei above Society will, ere long—if judiciously and
energetically conducted—prove of vast and essential service
to New Brunswic’k, we entertain not the slightest doubt
and we would embrace the present opportunity to suggest
the propriety of the immediate formation of a similar Insti-
tution among ourselves. Surely, at no period of our history
did the necessity for something of the kind present itselt
with greater force than 1t does at the present moment. Let
there be, therefore, “a long pull, a strong pull, and a pull alto-
gether,” and the work will be accomplished.

‘Tbe thermometer has been down to fifleen below zero in
the city of St.«John. A bill and petition to the Pro-
vincial Legislature, for power to borrow £6000, to pay off
the debts of the County of St. John, were agreed to at a
Special Session ofthe Magistrates, a short time since.

Eight
men, including the mate, in attemptiug to save themselvesin the
long-boat, were all drowned; a female passenger, named Mary
Lannahan, previonsly perished- on deck=="T'he " Captain; his son,
and the remaining four of the crew, were saved by being driven
ashore on the quarter-deck. The ship was entirely broken up
and her cargo strewed along the beazh.

Any further statement of our views and theories is unnecessary
in this place. The Public must judge whether we redeem the
pledge here given, that we shall be consistent and persevering in
the advocacy of British and Colonial interests.

It is necessary, however, to say something of the means we
have at our disposal, for treating in a fitting manner the subject
of the Colonies—under which term we include the whole of vur
daily increasing ampire exterior to the mother country.

Iu the first place, we propose, by a high rate of remuneration,
to secure, as contributors, some of the ablest writers on the sub-
jects which 1t is our province to discuss ; and we invite gentle-
men, whose studies have been directed to the Colonies, to for-
ward us papers, which will receive the most attentive conside-
ration. We shall not only discuss the most interesting questions
connected with our foreign possessions, but shall labour 1o fur-
nish our readers with a l'nmp[clo description of the maoners and
customs of the various people over whom our sway extends, of
the countries they inhabit, their productions and capabilities of
supporting emigrants. In short, we shall strive to make our
publication useful and interesting to the Statesman, the Merchant,
the Geographer, the Ethrologist, the Literary man, and the Ge-
neral Reader. Its contents will embrace every subject connected
with Commerce and Navigai®n, Agriculture and Manufactures,
Marine Insurance, the Laws and Regulations of T'rade, and the
Tariffs and Commercial Treaties of various nations ; thus form-
ing a repository for full and authentic Statistical Tables of the
Trade, Navigation, Resources and Population of Great [Britain
and her Colonies.

To those interested in particular Colonies,
we shall afford a complete synogsis of the occurrences lhere‘llking
place, together with many of those minor incidents never netice
in the London Papers, but which give a local colouring and pecu-
liar eharm to narratives, that deprived of them, are considered dry
and uninteresting. “

T[lat we
shall merit support we feel assured, not only from the Literary
resources at our command, from our extensive and well-organized
connections, and the encouragement held out to us from those
Colonies where our proposed undertaking is already known; but,
because the subjects to which our pages will be devoted aie daily
increasing in importance, and exciting a corresponding interest
in the public mind.
