TmsxiNe that it may be interesting to
mapy of our peaders (o know how the
License Law of last session is being worked,
we haye made some enquiries regarding the
subject. The required informati?n has
sromptly and courteously been given to
ue by the Clerk, who, we understand, has

We now proceed to state the results of our
enquiries.
[t will be remembered that the I
Board was elected last o plember,
consists of Messrs. W. E. Dawson, J.
Quirk and W. J. Fraser, The firstnamed
gentleman is chairman. The Clerk of the
Stipendiary Magistrate's Court (Mr, Alfred
omlin) is by law ex-gfficio Sacrotary‘ of the
Board. [he Commissioners’ duty 18 twor
fold, and both parts of it are very unpon‘-
ant. One is to decide whether an appli-
cant for a license shall be permitted to ask
the residents in the neighborhood to sign a
requisition for his license. The other to
regulate the fees for licenses, the hours and
days of closing taverns, fines and other
penalties for breach of the law! and geners
ally to frame all police regulatious regarc -
ing licensed houses. Pt
As regards the former duty, it will be
obser-ed that the Board have an absolute
power to forbid a license; but have not
power absolutely to grant ome. If they
g1y “ No,” there is an end of the matter
but their assent merely gives the applicant
power to go to the ratespayers resident in
the block and in the streat opposite, and
he must obtain from them, not merely an
assent that the license may be granted,
but @ positive declaration that, in their
opivion, the license should be granted
This, of course, relieves the Board of a
good deal of responsibility, and lays a cor«
rasponding obligation upon the persons
who sign or refuse to sign the requisition.
I'his is quite right, as the Board would not
be justified in geing beyond what public
opinion generally sanctions, and this ens
ables them, in a proper way, to test public
opinica from time to time. As the whole
community has an interest in the way this
obligation is fulfilled, and as it is right
that public duties should be performed
under the sense of respousibility that pub-
licity gives, we shall in future publish
each requisition with the esignatures at-
twohed.

When an application has been granted
by the Board, the Clerk takes the Assess.
ors rate-book and guided by it, goes to
the rate-payers whose names are there
eulered. We understand he is instructed
tuat his duty is eimp'y to present the
document and, if required, explain its im-
port, and that he is forbidden to use any
persunsion on either one side or the other.
Tuis is a very proper direction. The Clerk
should be strictly impartial in the dis.
charge of hie duty.

After the Clerk has taken the paper
round and obtainsd the names of those
willing to aflix their signatures. he takes
the paper and the Assessors’ book to the
Chairman of the Board, who, with the
Clerk, compares the two, and should it be
found that & msjority have signed, the
license iscues.

The Board met for the first time on the
10th Sept. They adjourn from time to
lime a8 occasion requires. We have not

the law at bhand, but if we remember
rightly, they must meet once a fortnight.

We see then that out of eleven applica=
inom, the Board refused four, the Nmide.nt.al
'one, and that six have issued. We think
it.hat the Board have shown = very fuir dis-
{cretion in the discharge of this part of their
[du(y, and that the promoters of l'he new
| Act, need mnot be disappointed in these
‘resu'tu. We may be pretty sure that had
lold Act been in force, every one of the
‘rlevon licenses would have been renewed
'and possibly some new ones granted.

When we come to examine how the
‘ommissioners have fulfilled the second
part of their duties, we cannot feel the
}uame satisfaction. It appears that while
| tuere is much that here they may do, they
have done only one thing, and done that
one badly. Certainly nothing oreate i gen-

erally so unfavorable an impression
about the Board (an impression which
the above stated facts may io part remove)
as the way they acted about the license
fee. We do not now complain of the rate
at whioh they have fixed it; it is an incrrase
upon the old rate,and had the Board made
it that amount st first, though we might
have thought & higher rate desirable, we
should not hava been inclined to find fault
with the discretion exercised by the Com-
mixsioners, But, at their first meeting,
they fixed the amount at $100. At their
very next meeting they rescinded their
action and put it down considerably low-
cer. Possibly a seatisfactory exp'apation
might be given, of what, certainly, appears
ike very weak vaoilation, and it looks
quite too much as though the Commiss
sioneps—or & majority of them—having
acted, in the first instance, upon their own
independent judgment—were unabie to
rosist some outside pressure brought to
bear upon them. We repeat again that
we are not ocomplaining so wmuch of
the amount of the fee, us of the way in
in whioch that amount wae finally decided
We should like to have some explana~
tion of the supineness of the Board in not
making regulations. To take one]} point
about which there can be no question : It
is evident that fines and license fees must
be proportioaed to each ether. To raise
the fee and not to increase the flnes and
penalties, is to legislate against the legal
trader in favor of the unlicensed dealer.
We are quite sure that the Board do not
wish to do this, and are surprised that they
do not see the result of their inaction. But
this whole matter of penaities requires ra-
dical reformation. They need be afraid of
offending no one by making these eftective ;
no one favors the unlicensed seller. We
trust that they will soon make this offence
punishable by imprisonment without the
option of a fine. Then all violations of the
law on the part of licensed dealers should
be sharply punished; particularly should
thoy be given to understand that a renewal
of their licenses will depend upon their
strict observance of the law. But this sub.

ject, and that of the kind of licenses given,
as well as of the hours of houses being
open, we purpose to consider at some fu.
ture time. We hope our remarks may be
in the form of a favorable criticism of the
action of the Board on these importsnt
matters.
