He was transferred to . base
near the North Korean capital
of Pyongyang and took off Sept.
21 on a routine solo reconnais-
sance flight. In 13 minutes he
was wagging his wings, flashing
all his lights and lowering his
landing gear over Kimpo air
force base in South Korea, hop-
ing the Americans would hold
their fire.

Stepping from his plane, the
North Korean pilot walked into
a series of events that took him
even farther from his mother

mitted only two hours with her
before he was flown to Okinawa.
Officers told him thr=sgh Japa-
nese interpreters that it would
be easy for him to arrange his
mother’s transfer.

He began trying to get appro-
val soon after his lrrivnl in this
country.
