nranches of the colony. From this com-
non store each unit in turn draws its own
supply.

I'nere is prfcct co-operation witnessed
here. No wrangling and quarrelling, such
s intervene in higher societies, exist.
Lower life knows nothing of the over
weening ambition of the twcs or threes
over the aims of the mass, There 1s nc
question or claim of precedence in the
sea-fir democracy. All is bharmony,
squality, fraternity here ; and the cur-
snts of sea-fir life roll onwards undis
urbed by the passions of higher exist-
ence.

You are curious to know how this col-
ony has come to be what it is. The story
iS a simple onpe. Note the capsule, which
represents a growth that ean be seen to
appear in numbers on the branches
These are not ordinary cups or cells.
They do not shelter ordinsry units of th:
society. They arc the eradies of the col-
oy, and within them are deéveloped the
little masses of living ma‘*ter which re-
present the eggs of the sea fir. Sooner

or later, these eggs are discharged into
the sea. Each undergoes the special de-
velopment of its rac . It swims about
freely for a time,like scme errant animal-
cule.

Then it settles down, fixes itself to its
oyster-shell, and we see growing out of
the settled-down egg the likeness of one
Ititle member of the sea-lir state., By-
and-by there begins a process cf budding
—as truly budding, indeed, +s is seen in
any plant. The resuit of this process is to
produce other units like its:If. The bud-
ding rontinues, and in due searon we be-
hold reproduced the counnected branched
colony with which we started.

This is the history of every sea-fir you
may find. It arose from an egg which
was developed in the egg-capsule of a pre-
existing colony; and it grew to its vege-
table form by its imitation of the ways of
