DEATH OF DR KITTO. *
We regret to have to announce the death
of the Rev. Dr. Kitto, which took place at
Canstadt, near Stuttgard, on the 25th ult.
It appears that the reverend doctor, owing
to protracted ill health, had repaired to that
place with his wife and family—with the
exception of one son, who remained in Lon-
don—in compliance with the recommenda-
tion of his medical ad At first the

FINANCES OF EUROPE.
From{the N. Y. Observer.

The following statement of the financial con-
dition of the powers engaged in the present war

will be studied with careful inierest.

Some inquries have been instituted as to the
existing public debt of Great Britain. It is an
interesting inquiry, because any sudden im-
crease of that debt aflocts unfavourably our
own market. The debt at the peace of 1815
was £804,800,000, and had decreased in Jan-
uary, 1854, to £770,923,000. The total debt
at 3 per cent. was £508,000,000; at 8 1-+
cent. £218,000,000: and the debt of Ireland,
£39,000,000; miscellaneous, £5,923,000. T
£770,923,000; with an annual charge of al
£27,800,000. A
Franco is burdencd with 'a smaller publie
dobt, but it may be well questioned whether her
financial resources are. comparable with those
of the former. .

The public debt of France consists in Rentes
at3,4and 4 1-2 per cent., amounting in Jan-
uary, 1853, to 5,576,052.000 francs or £223,~
078,000 sterling.

"The deficit in French : ovenues has been very
extraordinary since the year 1840, amountin,
in the year 1847 to the enormous sum of 25'
millions of francs.

Turkey is in a poor condition to withstand.
the heavy drafts for the current war, The war
against Russia, which led to the treaty of Adri-
anople in 1829, Teft the Ottoman Empire greatly
embarrassed. By that treaty, Russia not only
stipulated to be paid an indemnity of 10,000~

645,450 sterling.

The piastre is estimated at 110 per pound
sterling.

78,000 quarters to 1,400,000 in 1853,

Austria is in a worse condition than either of
the three Governments before-named. The
deficit of revenwe for some years past has been

out, and the budget for the current year,

854, shows a deficit of 95,000,000 florins, or
about 70,000,000 dollars.

These tabular and official exhibits serve to
show an increasing drain upon each, for some

We have reason to believe, that the
financial affnirs of the Empire are better may
aged than those of nearly all the European go-
vernments. Tho first Russian loan of any ex-
tent taken in England was contracted for by
the Messrs. Rothschild in the yeas 1822, at five
per cent. per annum.

Another loan of £5,500,000 was taken by
Baring Brothers in 1850, being at 5 1-2 per
cont. loan, taken 8t 93 per cent., and reimbur-
sablo by o sinking fund of 2 per cent. The in-
terest on this loan is payable at their banking
house, and the first set of bonds were repayablo
in January 1852. Tho public debt in  the ag-
regato is relatively small, and has but slightly
increased sinco 1849,

In addition to this, the government bas &
largo sum of credit notes in civculation, gaar-
antoed by the reserve of precious metals. This
issue amotnted in January 1853 to 311 millions
of_roubles. 2
