Mouroe Doctrine in Congress,

Wasnixcroy, Jan. 16.—It was expected
the senate commiittee on foreign relations
would have reported the Monroe doctrine
resolution to the senate yesterday, but ac-
tion was deferred until Friday. The resoi-
ution, when it is reported to the senate,
will be fonnd to be of pronounced and
positive tone. It isthought the committee
will take the ground that congressional
acticn is superior to personal utterances,
and it is understood the committee will
close the opening lefi in Mr. Cleveland’s
Venezuelan message through which many
profess to believe Gireat Britain may pass
to a settlement between herself and Ven-
ezuela. The text of the resolution will be
broad and general. It will be made to
apply to the Venezuela case, as well as
any developments that may arise in the
fature. It will declare acquisition of any
territory by any foreign power by coun-
quest, cession, purchase or otherwise to be
an unfriendly act to the United States,
etc., and will be intended as a warning to
Great Britain not to attempt to pnrchase
disputed territory. Itis expected the re-
solution will be reported favorably at Fri-
day’s meeting, and the senate will be ask-
ed to take prompt action in the ma'ter.

The Westminster Gazette repeats the as-
sertion that there has been an understand-
ing arrived at between Great Britain and
France, and points to the settlement of the
Mekong dispute as being the first fruit of
this entente.
