The waters off Nova Scotia pro-
vide the home for the bluefin dur-
ing the summer months and the
rip tides off this Nova Scotia town
are especially to their liking.

Soldier's Rip is an unusually
rough patch of tidal water 12 miles
off Wedgeport. Here the tuna herd
the herring and mackerel that
make up thewr daily bill-of-tare.

The rip 1tself is a six-knot tide
stream about a mile wide and the
disturbance at tnis spot 1s aided
by submerged plateau over whicn
the water drops as the tide falls
away, It causes a churn of angry
water that is plainly marked on
the sea.

Sportsmen fishing here have an
extra handicap when the stout
Cape Sable island boats they use
dodge and twist .n the turbulence
that gives one the impression ot
shooting rapias.

Everything favors the tuna, even
the cost of catcning him.

Tuna fishing ranks with the most
expensive pastimes in the world of
sport and there's no monetary re-
ward. The prize 18 the much cov-
eted Sharp trophy, a shining silver
bowl designed by Lynn Bogue Hunt
of New York City, a gift from Al
ton B. Sharp, Boston sportsman
and president of Eastern Steam-
ship Lines.

The Sharp trophy is awarded on
a point basis, based on the biggest
fish of the tournament, the big-
gest fish each day, the high team
total for the day and tournament,
and so on.

To go tuna fishing one hires a
boat and a guide at about $50 a
day. This is in addition to the
hotel bill and a heavy round of
social engagements.

The last two years have been
poor from the fishermen's point of
view, During the 1952 tournament,
fishermen got impatient with luck
on the rip and nhearkened to the
call of the nearby Tusket river
mouth where commercial fisher-
men harpoon large kills daily.

That shouldn't happen this year
because -after starting off slowly
the season has picked up

And the advance weather pre-
dictions hinting at fine weather
this year's tournament should be
long remembered.
