Elizabeth MacMillan, BSc,
MSc, dean of home economlcs al
Acadia University in Wolfville,
was guest speaker at the third
annual vocational guidance,
course for high school students|
held at Prince of Wales College|
yesterday.

In her address Miss MacMil
lan said that “Society cannot af-
ford to neglect the education of
people with outstanding mental
ability.” For that reason if a stu
dent has the ability and wants to|
g0 to university but thinks that|
he cannot afford i, he sh o uld
check into the scholarships and|
bursaries available to him. Stu-|
dent loans can also be arranged|
in many cases.

Those students who do not
have the ability to meet the en-
trance standards of university.
should still acquire all the train-
ing they can in some field in
which they are particularly in-
terested. This is where career
counselling comes in, she said.

As Deputy Education Minister|
Malcolm MacKenzie said in his
address earlier, “we need very)
badly a guidance program in our|
schools. However, as yet, we|
