THE DISMAL SWAMP.
1 have lately lind the gratification of s
famed Dismal Swamp. It certainly i
lace, but, contrary 1o my preconceived opi-
nions, very healthy. One would naturally sup-
pose it to be the abode of ehills, fevers, and other
diseases of a warm, damp climate. There are
two kinds of inhabitants that thrivé exceedingly
in the Dismal Swamp. Runaway slaves and
mosquitoes find a safe asylum in its dark recesses,
One can scarcely conceive of a wore gloomy.
sombre place than the Lake of the Dismal Swamp.
“The animals are in keeping with the place—huge
bull-frogs, as large as a man’s foot, with smallex
specimens of the same genns, open a grand eon-
cert every night.' Great, indolent herons, an
other aquatic birds, sit vound on the
Swarms of mosquitoes and sand-flies fill
At about suadown and af] all the animal life is
in motion. Fvery throat is musical.  The croak-
ing of bull-frozs, buzzivg of insects, cooing of
twrile doves, and the sounds from a thousand
musical instroments, pitched on as many different
keys, make an assemblage of harmony and discord
that defies description.

The vegetation of the Swamp is more luxuriant
than I have seen in any part of the world. - 'The
timber is pine, oak, sweet-gum, black gum, holly,
the beautiful tuliptree, the tall cedar, the cypress,
loaded down with its long festoons of moss, the
mistletoe-hongh in dark green bunches grown
about on many different trees h different kinds
of timber that uo one could give me the name of.
lmmense cane-breaks are so thickly interwoven
with vines, that one might as well auempt 1o
walk through a wall as to force his way through
these.

A canal is made through the Swamp, and part
of the way it goes through the lake, on its bank
runs the State road. Suakes, lizards, scorpions,
chamelecns, and other reptiles abound in grea
numbers.  The eaptain of the steamboat Siar,
said ke was guing up the Hlackwater une day, and
ho came aloug Where three men were in a boat
fishing. To avoid the steamer, they went up
under the bunk, and as they kit some bushes near
the shore, three or four moccasin snakes fell down
from the branches in the boat.
