fote day of the Tra
ers’ Protective association. The pro-

gramme will be a very elaborate one
and will include the attendance of at
least 8,000 tra: ‘et from slmost
every state in the Union. The aanual
convention will be held at Peoria, Ils.,
on June 6, 7 and 8, and on the 9th the
delegates and members will adjourn to
Chicago, special trains being chartered
for the purpose. The Peoria. people are
raising $5,000 for the entertainment of
the traveling men.
