“a light coat of the mixture—only what the
leather will readily absorb, unless the har-
ness is very dry, in which case a_heavier
coating may be necessary. After the
harness is di y—which will be in from two
hours to a balf or whole day, depending
upon the weather and previous condition of|
the leather —wash  thoroughly with soap
suds. In making the suds use good Castile
sonp and cold rain water. Warm water
should never be used on harness leather.
Apply the suds with a sponge. Rub off|
with buckskin.
a nice glossy surface, and the leather will
retain a good colour and continue pliable
for months. Ifit becomes soiled with mud
or sweat, an application of soap and water,
as above directed, (without oiling) will be
sufficient to give ita bright appearance.

say nothi g of improved appearance. Mr.
Baker assures us, that the same, or a very
similar application, is just the thing for
carriage tops which are made nflop-leatller.
The only difference in treatment is, that
less oil should be used, or rather a lighter
conting upplied; and it should be washed
off before drying in, top-leather being thin
and much more penetrable than harness.
Of course, this mixture would not answer
for enameled leather, of which some car-
