OTTAWA (CP) — -An article

{ean quarterly Foreign Affairs
suggests U.S. Air Force in-

fluence prompted the Canadian
government to adopt the Bo-

The article, by Melvin Conant,
former faculty member of the

U.S. National War College, says
the U.S. Air Force urged the

Canadian government to accept
the Bomarc “and to consider
phasing out its interceptor
ree.”

“Despite grave uncertainties

dian government agreed to ac-

cept it and te cancel its con-
tract for ¢t Avro Arrow

hter.

“Searcely had it done so—

despite public misgivings—than
the U.S. Air Force changed
enough of its estimate of the
nature of the manned bomber

threat to cause it te urge Ot-
tawa to acquire U.S. Intercept-

ers, along with the two squad-
drons of (Bomarc) missiles. . . .
“The essential point is that

the Canadian public suffered a

further loss of confidence in the
judgment of both their own gov-
ernment and that of the U.S.”
