That
Province stands to benefit consid-
erably, as well as certaln portions
of New Brunswick.

Mr. Shaw believes that the price
of hay is bound to rise with a
heavy movement to the south and
this would have a beneficial effect
here as well as in the rest of the
Maritime Provinces.

Over 1951 Record
At City I{gitoffice

A staff more than double the
normal one this week has literally
been fighting its way through
mountains of mail at the local
Post Office. Each year the job of
handling the hundreds of thousands
of pieces of mail arriving and de-
parting becomes greater, Last year
hit an all-time record, but it is
believed the total for this year may
run from 10 to 15 per cent higher.
No longer, as in the old days, is
there one particular day which
might be described as the peak for
handling. Now the mail reaches its
peak and remains there for sever-
al days as there is no appreciable
or discernible lessening of the post.
Even though it is admitted that the
“Mail Early” campaign of the De-
partment has alded considerably
there is a vast quantity of mail
every day.

Last night it was very heavy, and
the same thing was sald of the
previous night. As weary postal
workmen pointed out a bad storm
now, causing delay, would mean
more peak days later when the
condition was cleared up.

To handle this tremendous task
the Post Office staff has been more
than doubled, in fact this year
there are six more extra men than
were employed on the job last year,
to bring the total of extra men hir-
ed to 48.
