Story of Sophia Gunsburg.
TEE DREEP-LAID FLOT OF A BEAUTIFUL
NIHILISY.

No authentic account has yet been given
of the late political trisl—or rsther con-
demnation—of Russian Nihilists for high
‘trensom ; for trial, in the English sense of
.the word, there was none. A corrcepon-
'demt, writing irom St. Petersburg lately,

says : 1 have just had a long conversation
with one of the dignitaries who played the
part of judge, jury, and counsel for the
,erown during the brief ceremony which be-
gan by accusation, was continued by volun-
tary confession, and ended in condemnation
. to death.
The ringleaders of the counspirators, and
:now the chief of the prisoners, is~—as is fre-
quent'y the case in Russian politics —a
[ Wouman ; in this 1ustance a woman of ex-
cellent education, of iron will, of ravishing
besuty, and of undaunted courage; a
woman in many respects supervior to the
celebrated Sophia Perovsky. This person,
Sophia Gunsburg by name, narrated the
eveniful story of her checkered lite to  her
unsympathetic judges, and narrated it in a
ealm, uwoimpass:cned, objective way, which
the most impartial of historians might well
envy. She wasa Jewess by birth, she said,
and bad been brought up in the Pale
of Settlement, outside of which Jews
are not allowed to wander st large.
Her parents had given her the best educa-
tion that was to be had under the unfavor-
able public and private conditions in which
‘thou lot was cast. Natural aptitude, and
. the vppression that stimulates when it does
not crush, «ff-ctod the rest, and in time
Sophia Guusburg became a sort of Jewish
 Hypatia of the Pale. After having gradu-
ated in the ordinary establishments of in-
;tormediate education, Sophia lett her birth-
i place, to which she refussd the name of
{ fatherland, and went abroad to breathe the
'bracing air of freedom. Ia Geneva her
vague inclinations and tendencics were
‘gradually moulded into a perfect sys.em of
cruel, cold-blooded re cnge, which has
scarcely its parallel! in history. It was in
that historic town that she meditated and
brooded over the wrongs ivflicted by Rus-

A Maniac's Ready Kaoife.

HE ATTACKS THE PASSENGERS IN AN IRISH
_MAIL TRAIN, WOUNDING FIVE.

While the Dablin mil train was nearing
Castlereagh, on the 3cd inst , » passenger
named Gaven suddenly drew a knife and
commenced slashing at those about him,
at the same time yelling at the top of his
voice. The car was loaded with passenrers
and all were thrown into a panic. Gaven
badly wounded five fellow-passengers and
only desisted from his bloody work when
both blades of his knife were broken and
the weapon harml-gs. He thea jumped
trom the train while it was going full
speed, ran to a wood near by and hid bin
self. The wouuded passengers were taken
to a railroad station and several physicians
attended to their injuries. The police
afterward captured Gaven, who is an-
doubtedly insana.

A Singular Prison

Robert Louis Stevenson, in his interesting
papers on the South Ses Islands, now app wr-
lng in the New York Sun, gives an amazing
account of the prison maintained by the
French residents on one of the islands wie:e
the French are masters. On visi'ing this

should tuke his plice, and still another af-
ter him, until at iast the fovl deed should
be done. The Emperor's successor, too,
unless he struck vut & new hLine of policy,
was o be stamped out of existence in the
same ruthless way. Sophia Guusburg had
no difficulty in attracting a sufficient num
ber of love-sick young Russiaus who were
smitten by her beauty and grace, or made
enthusiastic by her eloquence She sacri- |
ficed, without hesitation or regret, all that!
a poor woman holds dearest in life, in order '
to maintain her hold over these y ung:
Catilinos. She was not, however, wholly |
monster; nor waa she exempt from all
human weakness. She herself fell in

l

love with an eduecated young Rus-
sian, whese paramour she became,
whom  she mever initisted 1nto

her political plots, so that he continued
down to the moment of his arrest in com-
plete ignorance of the part she was playing
as rogicide. One of the unaucceesful st-
tempts on the Czar's life, chronicled in the
Daily Telegraph in the eatly part of laat
year, waa the work of one of Sophia Guns-
burg’s body guards, and had she not been
arrested when she was, the present year of
grace would probably have been the lust of
the reign of Alexander 111.

When the prisoner had finished the im-
preasive discourse containing the histery of
her life and crime, which had been occa-
sionally interrupted by the questions and
rebukes of the presiding diguitaries, the
president asked her whether she felt no
compunction for the abominabie deed she
resolved and attempted to execute, no re-
morse fur the cynical way in which she had
divested herself of all feminine modesty.
Her reply was ap emphatic negative, which
rang through the hall like the peal of a
musical bell tolling for the death of a
youthful bride, and was quickly followed
by the eolemn singsong of the judge pro-
pnouncing the sentence of ignominious
death, Her compauions were condemned
to various terms of hard labor in the mines
—u sen‘ence surpsssing in severity the
most painful kind of dvath—all ¢xcept one,
her lover, who, perfectly innucent of her
criminsl plans, was finaliy relessed, after
having lIanguisbed in solitary ¢ nfinement
for a tength ot iine to make him wish tor a
release into th s sublunary world or into
the next The Emperor, when informed
of the death sentence, commuted it into
imprisonment for hife, The Emperor re-
fused to allow Sophia Gunsburg to go to
the miues, her heinous crime deserving
puvishment far wore terrible  She is
therefore o be kept in close solitary con
finement for the remainder of her ife in
the dresry foriress of gi «omy Schlusselburg,
on a blenk island near Liuke Lodoga, where
many another Nihilist has been lashed into
maduness or crushed cut of existence in &
comparatively short time.
