Mendes-France
Seeks To Form
French Gov't

By HAROLD KINO

PARIS (Reuters) — Pierre
Mendes-France, 47-year-old left-
wing radical party leader, has ac-
cepted a bid from President Rene
Coty to try to form a new coalition
government and end the French
political crisis.

He will probably go before the
national assembly Wednesday or
Thursday for an investiture vote. If
he succeeds in forming a govern-
ment, it is expected to be one will-
ing to pay a greater price for peace
in Indo-China than the outgoing
cabinet of Joseph Laniel.

Laniel resigned Saturday after
the assembly defeated his govern-
ment on a vote of confidence in-
volving Indo-China policies.

SOCIALISTS HOLD KEY

Chances of Mendes-France suc-
ceeding in becoming prémier lie
chiefly with the Soclalists, When he
tried to form a government a year
ago, he got the Socialists behind
him and fell short of the needed
majority by only 13 votes.

This time he is likely to pick up
more Gaullist and independent
votes than last June since there is
a growing anxiety in these groups
for ending the war against the
Communist  Vietminh rebels in
Indo-China,

If the 200 Socialists choose to
swing solidly behind Mendes-
France, his chances of becoming
premier will be good.

Inspecting Tourist
Accommodation

Officials of the Sanitary Engin-
eering branch of the Department
of Health and Welfare yesterday
began an inspection of all restaur-
ants and inkeepers’ estiblishments,
particularly tourist cabins, offering
accomodation within the Province.

The inspection is in accordance
with The Inkeepers Act which has
been on the statute books of this
Province since 1946 but due to in-
adequate staff was found to be dif-
ficult to enforce. The Sanitary En-
gineering Branch now has a san-
itary engineer and three inspec-
tors who will call on all places
offering tourist accomodation and
catering for meals,

Dr. O.H. Curtis, Deputy minis-
ter of Health and Welfare, points
out, that the tourist industry on
the Island has suffered as a re-
sult of inadequate accomodation
offered in some isolated cases. He
added that the inspection was not
for the purpose of grading tourist
accomodations but rather to educ-
ate those who are below a stand-
ard of sanitation and equipment.

If a tourist establishment has
been approved by the inspectors
the proprietor will be granted a
license to operate same. If how-
ever it does not come up to cer-
tain regulations in regard to health
and accomodation the issuance of
the license can be delayed until the
owner makes the necessary changes.

While the inspection started yes-
terday is an initial inspection, Dr.
Curtis points out that there wili
be recurring inspections through-
out the summer.

Members of the Prince Edward
Island Inkeepers Association when
contacted regarding the inspection
generally felt that the Depart-
ment'’s move was a step in the
right direction.

Mr, Wendell Mutch, past presi-
dent of the organization, highly
commended such action. He called
attention to the fact that a tour-
ist who was once poorly accomod-
ated could give the business as a
whole a great deal of unfavorable
publicity. He believed that the
tourist proprietor should be given
a sign to show that his establish-
ment is “Government Sanitation
Approved,” such as has been the
custom in the past. He felt that
there are many tourist cabins which
could not measure up to that stand-
ard and if certain qualifications
were demanded, it would give the
owner something to work for.

Mr. Wallace Rodd was of the
opinion that the inspection was a
good move to raise the standard
of accomodation and sanitation
before an inni could displ
his “Government Sanitation Ap-
proved” sign. Mr. Rodd felt that
the sign should be left with the
proprietors who have earned the
right to display them. “Then” said
he, ‘“the tourist could put his de-
pendence upon the sign without in-
