Financial Crisis
Is Major Problem
Facing Churchill

LONDON, Dec. 28 — (CP)

The return to power of Winston
Churchill's  Conservative  Parly
provided the decisive event of
Britain’s political year in 191.
It marked the end of the first
epoch of Socialist majority rule
and set new minds to work on
another crisis in the country's
financial fortunes.

In the Oct. 26 general election,
the Conservatives gained a ma-
jority over all other parties of
nearly 20 seats in the House of
Commons compared with a sin-
gle-figure majority for Labor in
the pre-election parliament.

The Conservative margin was
smaller than many observers had
expected but the first weeks of
the new parliament suggested. it
would prove enough for effective
government, thus ending the mel-
ancholy deadlock between the two
big parties which had existed
since the stalemate election Feb.

., 1860.

Churchill, Prime Minister for
the first time by the votes of the
pecple—he,  was summoned by
parliament to be wartime pre-
mier—moved swiftly to . name a
new cabinet in which Anthony
Sden as foreign secretary was No.
2 man. A novel feature of the
16~member cabinet was the - ap-
pointment to important co-ordin-
ating posts of non-party men such
as Lord Ismay, Lord Cherwell
and Lord Leathers.

Dubbed “Overlords”

Lord Woolton, Lord Reading
and Lord De La Warr were oth-
er prominent peers in the gov-
rernment, and promptly won the
popular title of ‘“overlords”, La-
bor, in opposition for the I[irst
time. since its 1945 victory at the
polls, criticized the new Conserv-
ative cabinet as representing
“government of the people, for
big business, by the lords”.

Two Conservatives, who broad-
ly dominated British politics in
the years between the two world
wars, came back to power at a
time of financial crisis. At the
opening of the 40th parliament
Nov. 6, Churchill promised a
“full and frank” statement on
economic difficulties he describ-
ed as worse than those encounter-
ed in the devaluation crisis of
140 and in many ways worse
than those of the convertibility
crisis of 1947. -

Next afternoon the 11-day-old
Conservative administration an-
nounced drastic measures of aus-
terity to ease the drain on her
gold .and dollar reserves—a re-
duction by nearly $1,000,000,000
in qverseas spending, a curtail-
ment of new building and stra-
tegic stockpiling, and fiscal steps
to make money dearer for bor-
rowers at home,

These were described as “first-

ald” measures pending other
plans for halting inflation which
the government promised it

would try to work out during a
two-month adjournment of par-
Liament, starting early in Decem-
er. ~
Richard Butler, Chancellor of
the Excheéquer, grimly said that
upless @Britain quickly stops liv-
ing beyond her means her people
would find themselves “bankrupt,
idle and hungry.”

N On The Spot
It "was-an ironic situation for
the Conservatives. Churchill,

who had long campaigned on a
cry of “set the people free”, found
himself obliged as Prime Minister
to continue and occasionally’ to
extend the Socialist apparatus of
control and restriction. The So-
cialists charged the new govern-
rent with breaking its election
pledges. They said the Tories had
promised red meat and then cut
off Christmas food bonuses.

The government replied that the
Socialists had left such a mess
there was no other course. One-
Conservative member said the
country had averted financial
catastrophe under the Labor Gove

ernment by only a “hair's-
breadth.”

Profitable Year
For Poultry Products

The year 1951 proved a profit-
able one for those engaged in the
production of poultry products,
reports Mr. F. M. Nash. Prices
were good and a ready market
was at hand for the product. In
a way, it was a record year.
Baby chick sales increased 20
per cent, egg production 6 per
cent and poultry meat 25 per
cent over 1950,

It is true feed prices advanced
but not the same extent as poul-
try products. Feed prices were up
4 per cent over 1950 but eggz
prices advanced 28 per cent and
poultry meat 8 to 12 per cent.
The average price paid for
eggs, basis Grade A Large, was
51c per dozen, an advance 6f 1llc
over 1950. The average price
paid for poultry meats was high-
er, being 34c for live chicken and
2% for fowl, an advance of two
and three cents respectively over
last year.
