Utilitles showed most strength
though fractional losses spotted the
advances. Constructions, with the
exception of Steel of Canada pre-
ferred, lost ground, paper dipped
and metals were irregular.

Selective buying lifted a few
stocks, including Banque Canadi-
enne Nationale and Jamaica Public
Bervice preferred, one to two points,

Jamaica Public Services preferred
gained two points and closed at 127,
a new high for a year or more.
Banque Canadienne Nationale also
was up two points while Canadian
Hydro-Electric preferred advanced
a point.
